Today, we find ourselves in a new era of educational cooperation, an exchange between two
democratic nations with intertwined histories and a strong tradition of friendship. The substantial
number of graduates from Czech educational institutions in Mongolia, the sizable Mongolian
community that has experienced Czech culture and language, and the equally prominent
Mongolian community in the Czech Republic all underscore the imperative to strengthen our
collaboration.

Over the past three decades, our societies have undergone profound transformations. The recent
global pandemic has posed challenges, leading to a slowdown in student exchanges. However,
it has also prompted us to embrace online learning, introduce shorter-term study abroad
programs, and engage a growing number of students in international partnerships, ensuring that
more of our students gain valuable global experience.

A parallel trend can be observed with our Mongolian partners, as contacts have increased, and
initiatives like the Presidential Mission 2100 program have facilitated the presence of more
Mongolian students in Czech universities. We have revitalized Czech language education at the
National University of Mongolia and have jointly reactivated our bilateral educational agreements,
initiating new student exchange programs. Furthermore, we have welcomed a distinguished
Mongolian diplomat for specialized education and research in Prague.

Today, we embark on a new chapter and must adapt to the aforementioned changes. As we
venture into an increasingly competitive global landscape, we must flex our academic muscles to
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harness the synergy between research and academic training. These goals are unattainable
without transcending national boundaries. However, we face obstacles due to the fragmentation
of the international academic environment and the complexity of administrative rules and
procedures.

This conference serves as a pivotal forum through which we may deepen our comprehension of
these processes from both perspectives. Its primary objective is to streamline the procedures for
subsequent student exchanges, thereby broadening the horizons for our future collaborative
endeavors.

Czechoslovakia and now Czechia have consistently stood by Mongolia as steadfast allies. Our
history of support spans across decades and encompasses diverse scientific and educational
domains, from medicine and mining to geology. Pioneering projects such as the successful
reintroduction of the Przewalski horse stand as a testament to our collaborative efforts,
encompassing extensive educational and research endeavors.

As we deliberate upon the current state and future trends of the European Union during this
conference, let us not forget the significance of collaboration and shared values. | wish to
emphasize that we hold common values with Mongolians; we place our faith in the power of open
dialogue and the efficacy of democratic processes. Let us employ these principles as guiding
lights to inspire and empower the younger generation.

Language policy is a prerequisite for foreign language learning and a field of research in
foreign language education, and it is a fact that the decision of the central organisation
determining education policy has always depended on which foreign language a country should
teach. Some scholars have studied that the decision of which foreign language a person learns
and uses depends more on social, economic and political factors than on individual preferences
and choices (Krumm 2016). Language policy has been studied as a scientific topic since the
1980s, but the term language policy is a relatively new concept in the field of foreign language
teaching and education. The researcher Christ (Christ 1991) proposed a classification of
language policy to consider the problem of one language (intralingual) and language policy to
consider the problem of several languages (interlingual), but until now this term has been used
without precise boundaries.

In 1971, when European universities moved to the credit system, there was a need to
assess students' language skills against common criteria and the basis for European language
policy was established. In 1975, the threshold level for the assessment of foreign language skills
was defined and developed, and in 2001, the supporting document for language policy was
adopted. In 2020, with the publication of the "supplementary volume" of the document, the world
is talking about a "revolution" in the foreign language teaching process. The report will look at the
implementation of this policy document.

Abstract

Establishing and strengthening local self-government has been a challenge as well as a need for
developing countries. For European countries, local self-government has a very ancient history
and many years of experience, and it has a rich tradition that has been widely studied by social
and political science researchers in Europe.

From the terms related to the local self-governing institutions and to the problems that the local
self-governing organizations have been responsible for, they are closely related to the history of
the ancient, settled civilizations of Europe. For Mongolians, who combine their settled and
nomadic lifestyles, to strengthen their local self-government, decentralize power, and strengthen
democracy, they have studied the experiences of other countries, especially developed European
countries, and copied models that can be used. As a researcher, we hypothesized that the
difference in civilizations could be the cause of the struggle for local self-government in nomadic
Mongolia.

It can be seen from the successful systems that the local self-government is particularly
compatible with the needs of the citizens of the country, the traditional form of governance, and
the state structure. From the good examples of local self-government, the current classical model
is exactly in line with what was created in a settled civilization. The competences of the European
and British local governments have been similar to the old landowners has it, such as
infrastructure, water supply, roads and bridges, and agriculture. Therefore, when strengthening
local self-governance in Mongolia, it is necessary to consider the natural origin, development
process, and basic conditions mentioned above and adapt it to Mongolia's characteristics.

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DEVELOPMENT TRENDS AND CHALLENGES OF THE EUROPEAN UNION

ABSTRACT

In 2001, a speech about the European Union (EU), the genesis of globalization and the
world’s third-largest economic powerhouse; described the Union as a ‘Supranational political and
economic union’®®. However, 22 years have elapsed since that momentous occasion, which
seems like a recent day. When reflecting upon the origins of cooperation among EU member
countries, it dates all the way back to 1925. It has taken an entire century to shape the
contemporary landscape we see today.

In 2019, researchers including J. Zielonka, A. Moeller, and J. Techau noted that ‘if anyone
discussed the disintegration of the EU a decade ago, they would have been criticized as an
incorrigible pessimist’ (Jan Zielonka, 2019). While a significant portion of research has
predominantly focused on the theoretical dimensions of economic integration and the analysis of
the third wave of democracy over the last thirty years, this article will discuss the potential
possibilities and challenges related to the disintegration of the EU.

Until the presentation of the European Parliament and the European Commission’s
report® of January 22, 2022, the prevailing belief among most people was that political
'manifestos' were a ‘Vision’. While such declarations address topics like globalization and global
democracy as well as spreading imagination of a new world order, the speech delivered by the
former 45th President of the United States, Donald Trump, during his inauguration ceremony on
January 20, 2017, with the slogan 'America first', which echoed a parallel sentiment expressed
by Dalaitseren, a character from the Mongolian movie titled '‘Garid Magnay,' who famously said:
'Save your lives'. This confirmed that significant tectonic shifts had begun within the world's
geopolitical landscape (MeHx-Ounp, 2018, xyya. 135). In accordance with the Law of Gravity, the
primary concept of this article is the cyclical and mechanical nature® of the related processes,
summarized as: ‘If it is united, it tends to disintegrate, and if it is disintegrated, it will strive for
unity’'.

ONE. INTRODUCTION

Summarizing the cooperation among the European countries, two main contents emerge.
First, there is an effort to achieve ‘economic integration’ by implementing fundamental economic
cooperation principles. Second, there is an effort to achieve ‘political integration’, which builds
upon the foundation of economic cooperation principles. This article will explore the following
subjects: firstly, economic integration among European countries; secondly, political integration
within the EU; thirdly, economic unity within the EU; and fourthly, it will attempt to address the
question of whether the EU can be considered as a state.

While the EU holds the status of being Mongolia's "third neighbor" in its foreign policy and
plays a central role as an important instrument for the implementation of a soft power policy, let
us draw your attention to the fact that we should consider the potential geopolitical tectonic plate
shifts that may occur in the future.

TWO. ECONOMIC INTEGRATION AMONG EUROPEAN COUNTRIES

After Germany's defeat in the Second World War, there was a shared challenge faced by
both victors and vanquished parties to establish a lasting state of peace on the European
continent; and broaden the institutionalizing conditions that could prevent future conflicts; and
shape a new world order that would ensure a world free from war. In retrospect, as we peruse
the annals of history, the crux of the issue can be traced to the historical conflicts between France
and Germany. In this regard, conversations aimed at fostering peace, normalizing relations
between these two countries, and engaging other nations in this cooperative endeavor
commenced in 1945,

It is worth remembering that on May 9, 1950, French Foreign Minister Robert Schuman
proclaimed that ‘Europe will not be made all at once, or according to a single plan. It will be built
through concrete achievements which first create a de facto solidarity®’. In other words, he
proposed to foster peace among nations, societies, and people by making economic cooperation
the central focus. The beginning of this solidarity was the initiative to establish the European Coal
and Steel Community (ECSC)% in 1951. The result of this collaboration is twofold, comprising
economic significance and the establishment of the prospect for ‘coal and steel free trade’ among

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member countries. The inaugural founding agreement was signed by six nations, namely
Belgium, Germany, France, ltaly, Luxembourg, and the Netherlands, thus marking the
commencement of economic integration. Furthermore, in 1957, these six countries collectively
established the European Economic Community (EEC)®. Founded in Rome on March 25, 1957,
the primary objective of the "Economic Community" was to boost trade among member states,
mitigate the challenges associated with cross-border control and regulations, and foster the
development of a unified market. On one hand, the focus of cooperation was economic in nature,
but on the other hand, it marked the initiation of developing a common market space based on a
federal union characterized by unified relationships and coordination, through government
policies.

This arrangement started in 1968 and aimed to increase the openness of member
countries’ domestic markets. Through this arrangement, various constraining factors in the
economic environment, including border customs, inspections, and taxes among member states,
were effectively resolved. Subsequently, starting from the 1970s, the United Kingdom, Denmark,
and Ireland became members of the EEC, thereby creating opportunities to expand the market
across the European continent. In 1981, Greece joined the EEC, followed by Spain and Portugal
in 1986, which expanded economic integration to include 12 countries. During this period, the
focus of the member countries remained predominantly on economic considerations.

Nonetheless, the pivotal moment in European cooperation came in 1989 with the fall of
the Berlin Wall in East Germany, signifying a turning point. This event laid the foundation for the
shift from the ‘organization of the economic cooperation community’ to a ‘system of political
cooperation’. During this period the following two concepts began to emerge in the political
environment: (i) the concept of implementing the principle federation among the EU member

countries; and (ii) the concept of the EU as a state.

THREE. POLITICAL INTEGRATION OF THE EUROPEAN UNION

If we summarize the cooperation among European countries after 1990, it can be defined
as a period of political integration. Because, from this moment, there has been a notable
emphasis on the legal regulation of relations between the member countries of the EU.

On February 7, 1992, the "Maastricht Treaty" was signed, marking a significant moment
in the history of the EU. This treaty had several key implications. Firstly, it provided the framework

for applying federal principles from the principle of unity among the member countries of the EEC.

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This served as the foundational step toward political unity in European cooperation. Secondly,
the treaty laid the groundwork for the implementation of a common foreign and security policy
among the member states of the EU. Thirdly, the treaty granted EU member states the capacity
to address cross-border crime and pressing political and social problems such as ‘refugee policy’
and ‘combating organized crime’.

Commencing in 1993, the EU initiated revisions to the criteria’ for admitting new member
states. In 1995, Austria, Finland, and Sweden gained membership, and the ‘Schengen
Agreement’ was introduced among the 15 EU member states. Furthermore, the Treaty of
Amsterdam was signed in 1997, followed by the Treaty of Nice in 2001, as well as the introduction
of the single currency, the ‘Euro’ in 2002, which marked significant developments. In addition, in
2005, along with the membership of 10 new Eastern European countries, the EU initiated a
project to establish a ‘Treaty establishing a Constitution for Europe’’* among the member states
which aimed to create a legal framework based on the federal state principle. Although the signing
of the treaty was scheduled for November 6, 2006, it faced a setback when France and the
Netherlands did not support the plan to conduct referendums for ratifying the ‘“Treaty establishing
a Constitution for Europe’.

In 2007, when Bulgaria and Romania became members of the EU, there was a shift in
the concept of establishing a ‘constitution’ among EU countries. This led to the approval of the
Treaty of Lisbon, which had significant implications. The Treaty of Lisbon strengthened the
position of the President of the EU and marked progress in implementing the common foreign
and security policy within the EU, furthering the process of political integration. In addition, as per
the Treaty of Lisbon, citizens of EU countries acquired the ability to directly participate in various
issues through 'citizen initiatives'. With the expanding membership of the EU, an increasing
number of Eastern European countries seeking to join the union had a significant impact on the
shifting geopolitical tectonic plates and raised questions about political integration.

The EU's single internal market, free investment environment, and mobility of human
resources offer numerous opportunities within the European internal market. However, they have
also faced increasing criticism for not fostering genuine economic integration, particularly among
the smaller member states and newly joined countries with moderate industrial development.
While there have been positive indicators such as reduced prices for goods and services in the
EU's internal market; strong competition during the industrialization process;vand increased

competitiveness of the private sector in the global market, it is clear that political integration has

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not advanced as anticipated, and the required conditions for it have not been effectively
established (Mueller, 2022).

An example of the challenges related to political integration was the referendum held in
the United Kingdom on January 31, 2020. As a result of the referendum, with 51.9 percent of the
vote, the United Kingdom chose to exit the EU. At the same time, economic indicators in the
member states of the EU have exhibited signs of deterioration since 2020. For example, the
economic report of 2023 indicates a decrease in the purchasing power of households in EU
countries, increased disparities in the prices of consumer goods, and fluctuations and variations
in internal market investments (Bush).

The war between Russia and Ukraine led to differing political positions among EU
countries and has contributed to internal political divisions within some member states. For
instance, according to the ‘Eurobarometer on the Future of Europe’ survey results, 45 percent of
German citizens were dissatisfied with environmental and climate change issues, 43 percent
were dissatisfied with social inequality and wealth gap, and 37 percent — with immigration policies.
Additionally, a total of 86 percent of survey respondents expressed concerns about the current
state in Europe, where an integrated economy is a foundation™.

The reason for this lies in the difference of economic environments and capabilities of
each country. For instance, in Germany, the production of automobiles and construction, which
are key economic drivers, has declined by 1.3 percent in recent years. Additionally, the income
of small and medium enterprises has decreased by 0.6 percent compared to previous years,
consumer goods prices have risen by 6.2 percent, grocery goods prices have risen by 11 percent,
and unemployment has continued to increase (Pressemitteilung, 2023). These economic
challenges contribute to diminishing confidence among citizens in the prospects of political
integration.

In addition to the numerous internal issues that each country needs to address, the rapid
increase in electricity prices in EU member states, the necessity to allocate 4% of the EU's GDP
to cover NATO's military expenses resulting from the Ukraine conflict, and the rising number of
unregistered refugees, which increases by 30,000 every month (Forneck, 2023), have created a
situation of political instability and fueled nationalist sentiments among citizens. As of
confirmation, significant changes have occurred in the political landscape. The result of the local

political elections held in Hesse and Bavaria on October 8, 2023, serves as an illustrative example
of these changes’®.

FOUR. ECONOMIC INTEGRATION OF THE EUROPEAN UNION

The single internal market created among the EU countries in 1993 stands as a
substantial collective accomplishment of the Union. This market enables the free flow of goods
and services, along with the unimpeded mobility of people and capital across the EU's member
states. In the European single internal market, citizens of member states have the freedom to
work, live, and seek employment in areas that provide the most favorable working conditions.
This benefit has created a broad array of choices for consumers. This environment of free choice
within the EU, on one hand, has diminished the role of the state in member states, while on the
other hand, it has increased private-sector production and product supply, thereby expanding
opportunities for the labor force within the internal market.

Nevertheless, the economic restrictions imposed during the COVID-19 pandemic, along
with divergent measures adopted by national governments, resulted in economic stagnation
across member states. In other words, the member states of the EU were unable to formulate a
policy based on a unified principle, and each country made decisions based on its individual
circumstances. As of the fourth quarter of 2022, there was a 0.7 percent reduction in the supply
of consumer goods within the EU's internal market. Household consumption expenditure
decreased, and several negative consequences ensued, such as labor market stagnation in
member states.

Due to weak economic indicators and sluggish global growth, certain countries, such as
the United States, have passed and implemented aid packages equivalent to 13 percent of their
GDP, meanwhile, European Bank for Reconstruction and Development made the decision to
introduce and implement regulations to support the economy in the production sector, investing
6 percent of the EU's GDP. The implementation of different policies within the countries goes
beyond emphasizing not only the performance of a specific economic index, but in the future,
each country has to develop and discuss its own vision of the future of the EU (Jan Zielonka,
2019, p. 33).

FIVE. IS THE EUROPEAN UNION A STATE?

In this part, the notion of the European Union will be discussed within the context defined

as a ‘Supranational political and economic union’. Although it is referred to as a ‘political union’

every decision made at the level of the European Parliament is legally controversial and subject

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to debate regarding its implementation in member states. Regarding the ‘economic union’ there
is no one, who can argue that member states are indeed dependent on each other and
interdependent. In this regard, the further discussion aims to explore and address the question of
whether the EU qualifies as a ‘State’.

First of all, let's delve into the concept of a ‘state’. Professor Dolgorjav Ya., from the
Department of Public Administration at the National Academy of Governance, explored and
scrutinized the concept of a 'state' in his article titled ‘Terms of the Constitution of Mongolia/1992/
and the necessity to adapt its content to modern times’. He referenced the United Nations Charter,
which states ‘Membership in the United Nations is open to all other peace-loving states which
accept the obligation contained in the present Charter and, in the judgment of the Organization,
are able and willing to carry out these obligations’, and explained it as ‘All other peace-loving
countries that have accepted the duties specified in this charter, and, in the opinion of the
Organization, can and wish to fulfill those obligations may join the Organization’ (A.Jonropxas,
2017). Given that the main attributes (A.Jonropxas, 2017, xyya. 21) that define a country as a
state include: (i) a defined territory™; (ii) population; (iii) sovereignty or independence’s; (iv) a
functioning government’’, which collectively should be determined as a whole. In this context, the
EU system will be examined based on each of the above-mentioned four criteria.

Firstly, the EU meets the condition of having its own geographic territory, although this
attribute expands and shrinks depending on the number of member states. In other words, as the
number of member states increases, the territory expands, and as the number of member states
decreases, the territory shrinks. This shows that there is no possession of a fixed and unchanging
territory of its own.

Secondly, it would be a misconception to assume that the condition of having its own
national population within its territory is entirely met. This is because the population of the member
states forms the population of the EU. However, this is about the people of each member state.
In the real sense, it is not about the citizens of the EU, but about the citizens of the member
states.

Thirdly, the matter of ‘sovereignty’ or the foundation of governing authority and its
implementing state institution’s authority, which should be under the control of the citizens of the
EU member states. It remains a subject of legal dispute. Dolgorjav Ya. explained that ‘The
government is merely one attribute or an inseparable characteristic of the state, and it inherits its
power and authority from the state and the people’ and clarified that ‘The state retains its actual
authority either within itself or with the people’. As he explained the reason behind this by stating:
‘The state exists in three constant phases and may or will persist’. However, ‘the state is mutable;
temporary may ‘rise or disintegrate’; or subject to fluctuations and characterized by changes of
evolution and revolution’ (A.Jonropxas, 2017, xyya. 22).

Fourth, considering the attribute of ‘having a government in the political system of the EU,
it has a ‘political structure’ (such as the President of the EU, the European Parliament, and the
European Commission). However, its institutions cannot represent the attribute of ‘being a
sovereign and independent state’. Because every ‘political decision’ made by the European
Parliament, is implemented by each member state in accordance with its own legal regulations,
the legitimacy of these decisions is often subject to criticism. In other words, the EU ‘holds the
real authority of a state not for itself, but for the people of the member countries’, and this authority
is contingent on the collective will and referendums of the member states. An illustrative example
of this is the European Parliament's lack of involvement in the decision of the citizens of the
‘United Kingdom' to exit the EU"8, underscoring that it does not possess the attributes of a ‘country
as a state’.

SIX. CONCLUSION

In summary, the characteristics of the EU do not entirely demonstrate the fundamental
attributes of the comprehensive concept of being the state. If we consider the definition of
Dolgorjav Ya, where noted that ‘When a state is formed, communities that perceive themselves
as independent nations and peoples unite within a political organization and exists as a state’
(A.Oonropxas, 2017), the EU falls short of fulfilling certain requirements. Although the European
Parliament comprises representatives from all member states, it does not possess the authority
to exercise power in the manner of a ‘sovereign state's government as its existence is contingent
on the interests of the member states.

Another clear example of a failure to fulfill the fundamental attributes of a 'sovereign state'
took place during the 78th UN General Assembly, which was held from September 10 to 23, 2023.

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It's important to note that leaders from the
EU's member states expressed varying positions regarding the matter of the 'War in Ukraine'.
The member states of the EU are original members and founders of the United Nations,
but the EU itself engages in the activities of the United Nations as a ‘permanent observer. In
other words, this shows that the EU lacks the capability to make decisions as a sovereign state.
Additionally, although the 1992 "Maastricht Treaty" and the "Lisbon Treaty" are legally applicable
to the EU, the European Parliament is not considered as a ‘full-fledged decision-making
subject’ . This legal dispute is the criteria for United Nations membership accession, and
membership is exclusively granted to countries that fulfill the criteria of being a sovereign state.
In summary, the historical development of the EU demonstrates the successful
achievement of economic integration within the European interstate market, while challenges
have emerged in the pursuit of political integration. Considering the content of the discussion as
a whole, the attractive force of the EU lies in its unified economic market. However, a weakening
force of attraction is political integration efforts. Indeed, it remains to be seen whether the
prevailing economic disparities can eventually pave the way for the establishment of a living

environment based on the federal principle.

This body of research has delved
into the framework of the European Union in the present day, and its activities in reference to its
negotiations policy toward the remaining 27 member countries. It has been clear to discern from
the organisation’s past and current endeavours that five crucial amendments need to be adopted
for the EU to be more approachable and create a path where the member sovereign states feel
comfortable of being a part of this continental grouping without fear of alienation. The
aforementioned changes could indeed strengthen this continental family further, -especially as
we have experienced the recently extended BRICS countries vying for macro-economic
supremacy. The union itself has been placed under immense pressure owing to multipolarity
becoming more of a reality, rather than a mere vision. Case-in-point, member states have general
elections every 4-5 years, in effect, new parties take power; either leaning to the Right, Centrists
or those on the left. This paper will delineate these five recommendations in detail, including a
revised negotiation’s framework provision being more centrist or “A Political” in nature. This would
appease or placate the member countries irrespective of change within their changed governance
and policies post-election. The remaining changes that ought to be applied ranging from Border
Controls (Schengen acquis), Election for the head of the Commission [Spitzenkandidat system]
introduced in 2014, and the usage of Article 7 (1) TIU which is an official warning presented to
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EU member countries for certain indiscretions. To conclude, the datasets gathered are from
official reports drafted by both cited academics and the EU itself.

Introduction

In 2016 the former EU president Jean-Claude Juncker once stated, “The European Union
has decades of experience in overcoming crises and has always emerged stronger after.”

From the conclusion of the second world war, the European grouping mechanism has
been subjected to many changes from Coal and Steel, The Common Market and to the EU
of today. The original concept being that a new trade union be formed that would incorporate
the whole continent of Europe — and “Trade” being the operative word or bargaining chip as
a premise for all incoming nations. The European Community itself initially displayed
immense promise with schemes that aided its members and globally especially within trade
agreements and in education. Notably, “Erasmus Mundus Scholarship Programme” has
been very successful since its inception in the late nineteen-eighties and culminating in the
present day’s “Erasmus+”.

Consequently, Otgontenger University has been in partnership with Erasmus+ and is now
in its second year of its joint endeavour within a three-year EUIF agreement. Within this said
academic Mongolia — EU cooperation, the university has both conducted and held lectures
for its student body pertaining the EU Legal and Economic Frameworks. These come under
the umbrella of EU student knowledge activities inclusive of student debating forums
discussing EU Institutional and Legal Policy mandates. In addition, Otgontenger has hosted
VIP guest lecturers to preside over its students from HE. Obrusanszky Borbala - Hungarian
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Ambassador to Mongolia, an official EU delegation arriving in the country and finally a talk
presented to the students by the Institute of International Sciences. (Mongolian Academy of
Sciences)

These worthwhile activities and Erasmus+ culminated in Otgontenger University
publishing its own [Mongolian language] EU Handbook detailing EU policy; Education and
Economics being published in the Spring of 2023. Temurchuluun, G. (2022).

Since the aforementioned period of tranquillity, the European Union has encountered the
phenomenon of BREXIT and has seen significant internal strife among some member states.
This study has examined the underlying rationale for this group's dissatisfaction and has
evaluated five policy modifications that have been succinctly outlined within this body of
literature. Furthermore, these factors will undeniably have an impact on the future of the
union, as the author, being a prominent political scholar, was among the minority of "A
Political "academics who voted against the first decision to leave the European Union
(BREXIT).

This paper will purposefully illustrate that there ought to be certain adjustments to the
provisions outlined in the current format of the European Union’s negotiations and
international relations process -inclusive of its legal framework in dealing with alternate
parties in the remaining 27 member states.

In addition, the objectives of this paper will hopefully serve as a guide to the EU delegation
as this research will cite the many issues that plague Mongolia and its citizenry, thus, aiding
the EU to prioritise its aid structure and future planning within the “European Union and its
Vision for Mongolian Society. Agreement (2021-2027)” agreement.

At present, it has become rather a one-sided political entity favouring the left of centre
non-laissez-faire union, instead of incorporating all member states’ political undertones
following their own domestic elections. Moreover, the formation of the Council of Europe in
1949, the Schuman Plan for Political Cooperation in Europe in 1950, and to the EU Free
Trade Agreement in 1960 underscored the political and Trade ambitions for all member
states who originally joined to prosper in cross-border uninhibited trade deals.

Over many decades the European Union has modified itself by implementing many edicts
to expand and become more democratic in nature inclusive of regional expansion within trade
and the sphere of economics. The history of these amendments and modifications is clearly
illustrated in Table 7, in which the thesis of this paper derives. In fact, the most notable
changes are illustrated in bold type as these will be categorised to underline the basic
hypothesis whereby in the modern domain 2023, amendments ought to be adopted to re-
model the EU as a more approachable family toward both their member states and external
nations globally, insofar as in a more diplomatic and less one-sided politique within its policy
pertaining to the leadership’s international relations mechanism.

The European Commission thereof, has conducted itself well upon the international arena
as highlighted previously with programmes as Erasmus, until both Maastricht in 1992 and
the Lisbon 2007 treaties were adopted and subsequently establishing the European
Community (OJ C 306, 17.12.2007); coming into force on 1 December 2009. These two
adoptions within this study has been proved to view the EU over bureaucratic and devalues
democratic standards, as this was its main tenant in the organisation’s statements prior to the
notion becoming reality in 1949.

To conclude this segment, this study will delineate the findings and an updated path with
amendments that the EU should pursue before providing advice to external nations such as
Mongolia, which has many political, democratic, micro/macro-economic issues to be advised
upon. Please remember that geographically this nation is lies between two founding BRICS
nations, China, and the Russian Federation. The continent of Europe as an entity faces huge
challenges amidst the ever-expansion of the BRICS nations that now encompasses 47
percent of the global population, mainly the manufacturing countries and the proportion of the
workforce, as the West has decreased its manufacturing output since deindustrialisation.
Therefore, it would be incumbent upon itself, that the EU could become more amiable towards
other nations within the tools of negotiation, in trade, border policies without political
ideologies that has plagued it for the last thirty years.

This paper will be in line with conference (Track 4.), pertaining to “Development of European
Union Institutions, Legal regulations”

Method

This body of research conducted involved Quantitative, Qualitative Research Methodology,
Mixed-Method blended research elements, and Case Study Research, all-inclusive within this
social science’s stratum.

Per esempio, data was collated from European Union sources, and reputable outlets within
political science which is both relevant to Europe and Central Asia quantitively. The data was
then correlated to be the most pertinent qualitatively to defend the original hypothesis. Datasets
were compiled accordingly within Chaos Math method. Both Excel and SPSS models were used
in correlations methods to calculate statistical variables in line with empirical practice discerned
for scientific conclusions and discussion.
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Qualitatively, in statistical method, the arithmetic operational names are similar, or because
the standard deviation is used in the calculation of the standard error.

Part One:
Amendments for Consideration for the EU both ~ Legal Framework and Diplomacy.
Current Issues: Point One - Economics

i) The Euro Currency and Inception: According to the Institute of Academic Affairs in 2023, the
report entitled “The Euro — the Beginning, the Middle and the End” stated that the currency was
miscalculated upon coming into force; especially the affect upon alternate countries within the
European Family. It was reported that stronger nations were conjoined with weaker nations
located both from the Eastern Bloc and Mediterranean nations. Booth, P. (2013). If one were old
enough to recollect the Euro’s inception, it could be seen that Italian banking tellers and Greek
housewives both went on strike for a week, as they could not discern the conversions from
Drachma, Lira to the new established Euro. Currently, both Greece and Italy have not recovered
from the Euro’s integration and are economic peril. In fact, Italy is predicted to be next in
recession.

i) Trade Policy and Negotiations: As in the introduction of this paper, trade is a important integer
within the economic welfare of any organisation, especially the EU. TRADE /trexd/ according to
the Cambridge Dictionary is the activity of buying and selling, or exchanging, goods and/or
services between people or countries. However, it does not actually include the noun politics.
No matter of whom one trades with, business is ought to be business; no matter to the political
persuasion of said nation. By the directive of the European Commission’s leadership, EU
members ought to be non-compliant with unorthodox economic policy, especially when it comes
to energy supplies and demand. If a nation were to have an alternative political and economic
outlook or perspective, the EU does not to engage in business with that country’s suppliers.
Therefore, the EU hierarchy has lost the policy framework in business practice. The result has
been widespread inflation whereby families i.e., the UK and Germany, must consider on a daily
basis to either purchase food or top-up their respective fuel supply.

Current Issues: Point Two — Diplomacy

i) Diplomacy with Unfavourable Nations: In the past three decades there has been vast changes
to the EU’s rhetorical mandates, inclusive in becoming a sustained bureaucracy. The EU once
promised prior to the integration of continental nations that this family would enhance trade
negotiations and as previously mentioned additional amendment to facilitate this process: ‘the
Schuman Plan for Political Cooperation in Europe in 1950, and to the EU Free Trade Agreement
in 1960 underscored the political and Trade ambitions for all member states who originally joined
to prosper in cross-border uninhibited trade deals.” In 2023, if a nation is not of a similar political
persuasion, it is either vilified or shunned.

i) 27 Member States’ Democratic Values: As notated within Table 2, the Schuman Plan for
Political Cooperation in Europe in 1950, was in fact, indeed cooperation being the operative
vocabulary for fiscal and harmonious existence. However, if a member state were to hold
elections and an opposition party ascends to office which does not completely follow the mantra
of political reasoning of the EU Commission’s leadership, they would become ostracised.
Subsequently dialogue is therefore, reduced and relations become unsatisfactory or sustainable
to both.
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i) Democratic Elections: The EU once began as a trade organisation and friendly to its
members and external nations, this was exemplified by the aforementioned success of Erasmus.
We must as rational individuals related to international relations and the provisions thereof, that
each of the said 27 members regularly hold domestic general elections every 4-5 years. This
means that a left of centre party could be ousted by a right leaning or centrist party, and they
would remain in office for the same duration or longer in some instances. The thesis here is that
no matter the political leadership of said member state, dialogue and IR ought to continue
regardless of differences, this is what diplomacy is all about. This is also a sustainable element
for trade and economic development - where all can prosper. Regrettably, the EU at present
has become over bureaucratic and one-sided in a political narrative nature. This author wishes
to be changed for the harmony of this multifaceted entity.

Current Issues: Point Three — Article 7 (1) TEU

i) To paraphrase Atrticle 7 of the Treaty on European Union provides provisions for the
potential suspension of membership rights within the European Union (EU), specifically
pertaining to voting rights in the Council of the European Union. This measure is applicable in
cases where a member state consistently and significantly violates the fundamental principles
upon which the EU is established, as outlined in Article 2 of the Treaty on European Union.
These principles encompass the values of human dignity, freedom, democracy, equality, the
rule of law, and the protection of fundamental rights, including those of minority groups.
However, the membership duties of that particular nation continue to be legally enforceable.

i) Proceedings Against Poland and Hungary: Are both these nations legal in holding
democratic elections no matter the outcome? Both Poland and Hungary had transitioned from
moderate leaning administrations to a more conservative right leaning governances. This has
led to both member states being subjected to Article 7, irrespective of that their own respective
electorate had chosen a new direction for their nation. As Article 7 stipulates principles
encompass the values of human dignity, freedom, democracy, equality, the rule of law, and the
protection of fundamental rights, a sovereign state ought to be directed as such. This is a prime
example where threats lead to both discord and trust reduction of the Commissions leadership
values. Therefore, it is evident that politics outweighs the whole organisation’s stability and
integrity which was the main premise from 1949.

What this author cannot comprehend, is that if a sovereign nation has had free and
democratic elections, and the electorate voted to change its governing apparatus and judiciary,
how has this become a violation?

In addition, Hungary and Poland conducted fair elections and [overseen by international
observers], its citizenry electorate voted for change which is their democratic and a human right.
As for the migrant crisis both countries refused admittance to illegality in migration. This is a
sovereign decision to protect its citizens, as a consequence, none of these nations have
experienced increased crime or acts of terrorism to-date. If Article 7 (1) TEU is a Euro threat
mechanism amongst its family members, it is no different to the dollar weaponization by the US,
and more EU member discontentment could only the final outcome. As through the annuls of
history the EU ought to recall a identical situation in a destitute 1933 Germany, with similar
economic woes.

Current Issues: Point Four — Schengen Acquis

& Open Borders

i) What is irregular migration? To Paraphrase, irregular migration refers to the phenomenon of
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individuals originating from non-EU nations crossing EU borders without adhering to the
prescribed legal prerequisites for admission, sojourn, or residency inside one or multiple EU
member states.

ii) To elucidate further, presently, the Schengen region, which is characterized by the absence
of internal border restrictions on individuals, consists of 26 Member States. This includes 22
countries that are part of the European Union (excluding Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, Ireland, and
Romania), as well as 4 non-EU nations: Iceland, Norway, Switzerland, and Liechtenstein. The
Schengen acquis encompasses many provisions pertaining to the elimination of internal
borders, the administration of external borders, compensating measures such as visa policies,
the Schengen information system, and police cooperation, as well as mechanisms for monitoring
and evaluating these measures.

i) lllegal Activities: Furthermore, these open border polices came into effect via the Schengen
Agreement in 1995 which was designed to facilitate free movement of 400 million EU and non-
EU citizens without being subjected to border document checks. However, these open frontiers
have escalated illegal activities within sovereign member states. Case-in-point being Angela
Merkel’s migration policy. Statistically speaking, from 2015/16 one million migrants entered the
European continent and the EU granted 700,000 migrants’ citizenship. The EU did not state how
many of these were illegal migrants? In 2020, a further 8 million additional migrants entered the
continent. The following year the data showed that 2.3 million immigrants from non-EU countries
entered the EU, an 18% increase from 2020. In comparison, 2021 an increase of 17% was
experienced in which 1.4 million former residents of one EU member state migrated to another
member state. If this was not another burden on other member countries, 2021 illustrated that
even citizenship was granted to 827,300 people with permanent residence in the EU, an increase
of approximately 14% compared to 2020. More recently however, non-EU citizens constituted
5.3% of the 446.7 million individuals residing in the EU on January 1, 2022, all of which was
depicted in this researcher’s 2023 book entitled “Origins of Chaos Theory in Science and Society:
Exploring this Concept in a Troubled Society.”

iv)  Further Crimes: According to a Europol report, the identification of 78 more suspects, and
the initiation of 181 new investigations. In all, a cohort of 187 individuals who may have fallen
victim to human trafficking were discovered, with a subset of 92 individuals being definitively
verified as juveniles. The national authorities engaged in the matter prioritized the examination of
border crossings and key transportation hubs in order to detect prospective victims and suspects
of human trafficking. Each nation adjusted its practices in response to the specific forms of child
trafficking that were widespread inside its borders. Europol. (2021).

Current Issues: Point Five — EU Commission President Elections: Democracy or Not?

i) The Commission’s President Role and Acceptance: The notion that a designated
representative should negotiate on behalf of member states with external actors is not
unfounded, as evidenced by the formalisation of the position of the President of the European
Council through the Lisbon Treaty and the establishment of the position of the High
Representative for Common Foreign and Security Policy through the Treaty of Amsterdam.
However, it should be noted that Ursula von der Leyen currently does not occupy any of the
aforementioned roles. In her capacity as the President of the Commission, she assumes the role
of representing the European Union (EU) internationally. However, it is important to note that
she does not undertake this responsibility alone. Rather, she collaborates with the Chief of
Foreign Policy, who also holds the position of Vice-President of the Commission, as well as the
Council President. The current behavior of Von der Leyen, when she assumes the role of the
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head of the European Union and purports to speak on behalf of all member state leaders, not
only generates disapproval among many, particularly in Central Europe, but also raises
concerns over its appropriateness.

i) How are the Commission President and Commissioners appointed? According to the
European Parliament regulations, following the conclusion of mandatory elections, a primary
responsibility of a newly established Parliament is the selection of a new candidate President
for the European Commission, which serves as the executive tool of the European Union. The
nomination process for the job involves member states considering the European election
results when selecting a candidate. Furthermore, it is imperative that the appointment of the next
Commission President get the approval of Parliament by an absolute majority, which entails
securing the support of at least half of the current Members of the European Parliament, plus
one additional vote. In the event that the candidate fails to get the necessary majority, it becomes
imperative for the member states to put up an alternative candidate within a period of one month.
This action is to be taken by the European Council, operating via a qualified majority voting
system. In the context of the 2014 elections, the system of lead candidates was implemented
by Parliament. Each political party in Europe nominated a candidate for the position of
Commission president, and the party that achieved the highest number of votes in the elections
had the authority to submit a candidate from the Parliament for the Commission leadership
candidacy.

However, it has been notated that there seems to be much discord within the member
states regarding the election of the current commission president Ursula von der Leyen. As she
was the only candidate, the EU Parliament had to accept this or leave it. Within the realms of
democracy, it would had seemed that there should have been further candidates for
consideration.

Furthermore, von der Leyen’s accession to president of the EU Commission as seen by
many as both unelected and democratic. In fact, it was reported that during her visit to China
with French President Macron, Emmanuel Macron was received via the red-carpet protocols,
and EU Commissioner von der Leyen was treated as regular tourist upon arrival at Beijing
Capital International Airport. Caulcutt, C., et al (2023).

During the evening of the visit, President Macron was present at an extravagant state
dinner with President Xi Jinping of China, President von der Leyen conducted a solemn news
conference at the headquarters of the European Union delegation. While the official media
emphasized the positive aspects of the Sino-French relationship, Chinese social media
platforms portrayed von der Leyen in a negative light, accusing her of being under the influence
of American interests.

Therefore, from this evaluation of the Commissioner’s election process, it is now considered
that both the process and EU democracy is failing, unless it can address its failings — especially
being governed by the US. This is an example of the EU losing its independence in the eyes of
the global south community.

Part Two:

Research Outcomes & Suggestions to the Amendments for Consideration for the EU
both  Legal Framework and Diplomacy.

Post-Research Suggestion to: Points — Economics &

Diplomacy.
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Research recommendation - Upon empirical reflection, the Euro ought to re-evaluated in line
with a member state’s fiscal strength, situation, commensurate with GDP and so on. Case-in-
point, Italy, Greece, and other countries on the periphery of the Mediterranean, have suffered
drastically since the Euro’s adoption to the region. Recently, Greece has shown in favour of
joining BRICS.

Secondly, where “Trade” is concerned, a member state ought not to be shunned by the EU
Commission due to its political beliefs or recent changes in a country’s administration. Business
is business basically, and the foundations or building-blocks of the EU were formed on Trade
and Political Negotiation frameworks as previously remarked in the Schuman Plan.

Third, as commented previously, the remaining twenty-seven EU member states conduct
domestic general elections every 4-5-year cycles. Therefore, there will a chance that a new
political agenda be adopted with every newly received administration. Subsequently, this may
differ from the current EU stance or agenda. Nevertheless, no-matter the election results of said
states, administration change or not, the EU ought to be more approachable in both dialogue
and IR with EU member country’s new government. Trade, therefore, ought to continue as per
contract regardless of said nation were to implement an alternate policy which may be in conflict
with EU undertones.

Unfortunately, as a former proponent of EU and its formation decades ago, this researcher
believes that if these aforementioned suggestions were to be accepted seriously, then the EU
family [As it was conceived] would build and gain more in repute than it is currently.

Post-Research Suggestion to: Point - Article 7 (1)

TEU

Research recommendation — Article 7 and “Diplomacy” obviously go hand in hand with each
other. If upgraded diplomatic approaches were addressed, which were more creatively and less
aggressively applied in practice, then the application for this warning provision framed in Article
7, would therefore become non-existent.

The formation of the Common Market (UK), EEC and EU once more, held the sovereign
belief of cooperation in Europe, albeit, in trade and in the political IR spheres. It is therefore
suggested in this paper that there ought to be a revised version of Article 7 - removing
threatening prescribed language, and neither being a tool alike the US Reserve Currency
sanctions in its implementation, nor having condescension toward member and external
sovereign states. This would in turn transform the EU into a more amiable entity with the global
community and its own 27 member states. If these author’s suggestions are neither seriously
considered nor applied, we must consider the sleeping giant in the room — not the elephant, in
this instance BRICS is lying in wait to pounce upon dissatisfied EU member countries.

Post-Research Suggestion to: Point - Schengen

Acquis & Open Borders

Research recommendation — To open this discussion, as for the Schengen Visa itself, if the
EU frontiers were to be closed and security controlled by the member sovereign state, Schengen
Stamp holders could still easily traverse from one EU member country to another.

In light of the border security concerns underscored previously, it is this research paper’s
suggestion that all EU countries’ borders/frontiers return to being closed permanently as prior to
1995. The data has illustrated that illegal people/narcotic trafficking, illegal migration or even the
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spread pathogens, could have been prevented with the aid of closely monitored and supervised
borders. The data has also shown that the world has become too unpredictable for relaxed
frontiers.

If we refer to the noun epistemology as the theory of knowledge, it actually deals with the
scope and limits of human knowledge and how it is acquired and possessed. If we were to apply
this theory to the EU and its past three decades of decision-making construct, then this
continental model of leadership would consider evaluating the related notions as in perception
itself. Thus, leading into epistemological avenues such as memory, proof, evidence, and belief
to certainty.

These aforementioned variables could align EU planning and investigations with the twenty-
seven member states in connection with policy variations, traditions, history, and its democratic
process. This will not only further international relations’ alliances, but actually retain them with
effective dialogue. In fact, Democracy actually means different things to different peoples...

Post-Research Suggestion to: Point — EU Commission President Elections: Democracy or
Not?

Research recommendation — Having analysed the arguments and disharmony within the
European Union pertaining Ursula von der Leyen’s election and subsequent accession to the
EU thrown, it has been seen that the 705 elected EU parliament members were offered a one
presidential candidate — take it or leave it vote in Strasbourg.

Moreover, Ursula von der Leyen is the 13th president of the European Commission since
2019. As an observation of coincidence, she previously served in the German federal
government between 2005 and 2019, holding successive positions in Angela Merkel's cabinet.

It is clear to deduce from the evidence both from many commentaries assigned to this 2019
election, that a one candidate choice of vote, was undemocratic within the edicts of previous EU
and Lisbon Treaty frameworks. It is recommended that at least three potential candidates stand
for election in any given Commission’s Presidential vote. This suggestion from the findings will
not only aid the reputation of the EU, but more importantly, in the international arena. However,
if this current mechanism continues, the union itself will be more open to a threat from BRIX.
Finally, an undemocratic institution is not survivable over the long term. This is why China viewed
von der Leyen as unserious in stature in diplomatic terms, on a visit with Emanuelle Macron in
2023. China to this day, sees Ursula von der Leyen as an unelected leader of the EU as many
other global nations view her global status. Recently in September Josef Borrel commented that:
Migration could be “a dissolving force for the European Union” due to deep cultural differences
between European countries and their long-term inability to reach a common policy.

Part Three:
“Sleeping Giant” BRICS and its Competition to the EU.

This segment has been additionally added as a warning to the EU. Simulating a leopard
waiting in a tree to pounce, BRICS will be there, if the EU leadership’s cohesiveness continues
to be fractured between its own family of member states, thus, diplomatic bridges broken. As
stated earlier, EU member Greece, is now considering entry into the BRICS trade platform and
network since its invitation in 2016 — This Mediterranean nation will the first EU nation to do so.

To be clear from this research and the contents coagulation, BRICS is a formidable
counterpart within the spheres of trade and international diplomacy. In addition, the facts on this
alliance are both coherent and unambiguous, Brazil, Russia, India, China, and South Africa,
collectively known as the BRICS nations, a global economic rival to the continued dominance of
global trade by the G7 nations, are expected to account for 32.1 percent of global Gross
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Domestic Product (GDP) in 2023, says the International Monetary Fund (IMF). Okojie, K. (2023).

Currently, BRICS commands 47% of the world population, twenty-three percent of exports,
and 19 percent of global imports.

Based on the observations made in Africa President Cyril Ramaphosa had announced that
the BRICS grouping intends to extend invitations for full membership to six nations: Egypt,
Ethiopia, Iran, Argentina, the United Arab Emirates, and Saudi Arabia. These countries will join
the existing members of Brazil, Russia, China, India, and South Africa. The President further
indicated that the new memberships would come into effect on January 1 of the upcoming year.
C. Srinivasan (2023).

According to a report by Reuters Johannesburg, a total of 40 nations have shown their
interest in joining the BRICS group. It has been projected that by January 2023, the group would
see the inclusion of six new member states. Therefore, an additional 34 nations have shown
their interest in joining this collective. According to Reuters (2023).

To conclude this segment, it is clear that BRICS can be a formidable foe to the EU, and this
is why this research paper highlights the need for these five amendments and tweaks to their
current policies and therefore aid a more vibrant and approachable continental union.

Part Four:
The European Union and its Vision for Mongolian Society. Agreement (2021-2027).
Current Fiscal Issues in Mongolia

i) Current Issues Plaguing Mongolia: According to the National Statistics Office Mongolia: A
population of 3.46 million, GDP currently at 6.4% with unemployment hovering around 5.8 —
6.0% Obviously one disagrees with the inflation figures for the third quarter of 2023 at 10%.
[Please refer to Figures 2-5 within the scientific discussion section under Mongolian Fiscal
Situation]

In fact, within a World Bank inciteful report “post-COVID-19: Risks to an inclusive recovery”
published 2022, forecasted that several nations in the East Asia and Pacific (EAP) area have
had a strong economic recovery after the epidemic. The report goes on to say citing Mongolia
had been notable for its comparatively delayed development in this regard. Mikhnevikuko, A. et
al. (2022). Moreover, currently the poverty in Mongolia stands at 38.3% which is still extremely
high owing to the ever-increasing retail price hikes, and which equates to the diminishing
spending power for its citizens as to the woeful inaccuracy of Mongolia’s official national
statistics for a 10% inflation rate.

Therefore, due to this ten percent official Inflation statistic ambiguity via the National Statics
Office Mongolia, this researcher conducted a faculty/Administration survey at Otgontenger
University to delineate a more rational CPI count which could shed light on the actual spending
power deficit of regular citizens’ experience in their respective day-to-day lives. Within this
guestionnaire, was a list of all the outgoing indices and how much the increase in services has
been and by how much in percentiles since the end of Covid. Additionally, the added variable of
the depreciation of the local currency to the US Dollar, was added for a more accurate contextual
view. Please refer to the Scientific Discussion under both quantitative and qualitative analysis
findings for a full empirical-contextual breakdown.

The Mongolian Mining Industry

As delineated via this author’'s 2019 research paper entitled “Current Mining Taxation Policy
Implemented by both Mongolia and Kazakhstan: The Development Comparatives between
Ulaanbaatar and Astana.” the research itself uncovered that capital gains taxes were neither
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collected in sufficient contractual values from the foreign mining entities by the Mongolian
Government compared to neighbouring Kazakhstan, nor were tangible contracts in place to
enforce such mandatory taxation collection. Moreover, the study observed that the very same
foreign companies operating in Mongolia were simultaneously functioning in Kazakhstan. In
addition, these mining giants were paying 35% - 45% capital gains taxes on profits to the Kazakh
treasury department but paying the very minimum to Mongolia. Miller, A.D. (2019). The specific
data can be found in Table 3.

ii) How Could the EU Assist Mongolia?
Ref: The European Union and its Vision for Mongolian Society. Agreement (2021-2027).

a) Instead of providing direct loans to Mongolia, the EU could channel the funds directly to
specific projects e.g., Infrastructure. Avoidance of third-party bureaucrats would lead to
transparency and funding accountability without misaligned disbursements via corrupt elements.

b) Revised upgrading and transparency of the National Statistics Office. Insertion of applicable
software with empirical data mining check options to avoid the manipulation of datasets for
political purposes.

¢) Members of Parliament and Cabinet Ministers agree to online transparency website to portray
their respective earnings and ex gratia payments to alleviate both misappropriation and
misallocation of funds. Esempio gratia, if a member receives a gift, this must be declared.
Additionally, a central banking mechanism could monitor banking activity of said ministers.

d) Expansion of Education to the more rural area to facilitate herding families. i.e., Erasmus a
success in cosmopolitan urban areas, could be expanded to difficult to access rural locations.

e) Infrastructure Controls and Town Planning Projects ought to have the guidance of the EU via
Structural and Civil Engineers, as the Summer of 2023 was a hydra disaster in the terms of
significant flooding and fatalities. Case-in-point, domiciles being constructed near river basins.

f) EU Guidance for mining contracts and the negotiations thereof. Current contracts with
overseas mining operators has been proved to be unsuccessful in treasury revenue and its
collection. Taxation is income for any given sovereign state, and Mongolia is no exception.
Therefore, with legal guidance framework mechanisms, newly revised contracts inclusive of set
capital gains levies, be imposed on to said foreign entities. If Mongolia were to receive a
mandated 30% gains tax on all minerals, metals excavated from its own soil, then the country’s
stability would be assured, without any need for further financial assistance from elsewhere. The
result would be new schools, infrastructure, increased standards of living, better equipped and
manned state hospitals and increased salaries. As notated in the 2019 mining taxation paper, it
was cited that Kazakh citizens earn 56% more income than Mongolian workers, even though
both countries are virtually identical in geographical landscape and mining sector operations.
Moreover, Kazakhstan enforces foreign companies to pay their prescribed taxes and has
benefitted from this immensely under the stewardship of the former Nazarbayev administration.
Refer to Table 3, and its delineations for illumination.

2. Delimitations

The parameters within this research were to merely use the data, which has already been
defined, in the public scientific sphere, and still within the framework of international debate,
however:

Mongolia’s Macro Economic Situation

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Figure 2 denotes monthly salary increases by occupation non-professionals between 2019-

mean country values. The variation between genders for 2022 was 143,000 Tugriks in favour of
men compared to women.

The national Statistics Office
Mongolia then portrays an increase in salaried earnings of 271,258 or $78.10 from the end of
2022 to February 2023. In comparison to Kazakhstan the salaries represented above are 56%
lower in mean ranges to Mongolia’s neighbour.

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Referring to Figure 4, pertaining to the labour force, between 2021, 2022 and 2023 it was
relatively stable in numbers - averaging at around 1,250,055 working age citizens. It can bee
notated that during covid-19 in 2021, displayed the lowest figure in the labour force recorded at
1,190,082. According to the last data evident, within the second month of 2023, shows the
highest work force figures at 1,265,211 personnel. Moreover, half of the 3.4 million Mongolian
populous reside in the capital city, Ulaanbaatar.

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If these figures denoted in Figure 5, were to be believed, the CPI index for goods in the
shops have only risen by a mean of 0.85% in fourteen months according to this data presented
by the Office of National Statistics Mongolia. 13 timeframes are represented in the graphic from
2022 until today. In fact, early data from this body of research suggests that there have been
substantial rises in values for goods and services which range from +50% to +200% now
experienced by the Mongolia consumer. The ONSM figures are a disregard for its hard-working
citizens and beyond any rationale for both statistical and empirical reasoning.

Figure 6, this graphic elucidates the three-year declination of the domestic currency to the
US Dollar. Factually, the Tugrik remained stable prior to and during the Covid pandemic at an
exchange rate of ~ 2,700 — 1.00 USD. However, from post pandemic intervals until
this paper’s publication, there has been a huge leap in dollar strength from late 2021 (early
2022), rendering the Tugrik at only 3,473 — 1.00 USD. Subsequently losing 82% of its strength
on the currency market.

Generally, therefore, this has played a detrimental affect onto the citizenry’s capacity to
purchase imported goods. Thus, their spending power is now limited that has led to the macro-
economic inflationary figures experienced presently.

The research data in Table 3. lllustrates a correlated limited sampling of twelve minerals
mined in Mongolia, within their corresponding values converted to the United States dollar
exchange rate as of October 3, 2018. As a result, the net revenue generated over a span of five
years amounts to $1,262,826,840.00, which in turn contributes a total net taxation revenue of
$6,314,134,200.00 to the treasury of Mongolia. The absence of a Mining Extraction/Sales Profit
Taxation system levied upon international corporations suggests that the Government of
Mongolia would not have needed a $434 million IMF loan over three years or a $5.5 billion
financing package (Tranche-Based). Indeed, the data provides substantial evidence.
Ulaanbaatar faces a particularly formidable challenge due to the fact that this financial package
has backing from prominent entities such as Japan, Korea, China, the World Bank, and the Asian
Development Bank. The fiscal implications of this development have been unfavourable for the
Mongolian treasury since it has resulted in their subordination to debt-based governance. The
phenomenon of globalist bankers providing loans to economically challenged nations in order to
exert influence on their sovereignty is evident in this particular case. Consequently, the oversight
of the Mongolian financial system, taxation models, and budgeting will fall under the purview of
the International Monetary Fund (IMF). In January 2018, Mongolia implemented an increase in
income taxes for its relatively tiny population. (Miller, A.D. 2019, p.45).

According to the data published Aaron O’Neill, in his article in Statista, for more up-to-date
analysis, the real GDP growth can be seen in the graphic Figure 8. Compared to Figure 7, the
data seems more accurate and detailed by + 4.8% accuracy. It can be seen that during Covid
the values for Mongolia in GDP growth replicated the whole world in negative growth, however,
it had taken from 2021-2022 for increased values to occur resulting in some stability averaging
a 4.12% growth cycle until a value of 5.0% in 2023. The aforementioned merely proves that the
two graphics could be deceiving within data modelling and statistical analysis.

80 of 54.16% increase for all 12 columns. From
28 housing to fuel costs, the purchasing power
of citizens has become overwhelming
compared to 2021. The inflation figure in
2021 was just over 15% and now we are to
be believed that the current figure is ten
percent according to NSOM. Referring to
Figure 9, the 2023 value of 38.3% for the
national poverty rate and the depreciation of
the local currency notated in Figure 6,
obviously raises suspicions that the actual

Within Figure 11, t can be viewed that the average values of eleventh row p that the results
show prolonged depreciation in Mongolian spending power. In fact, six of the 12 columns in the

4. Research Conclusions
Discussion from the Findings — Five Amendments for the EU.

i) Upon reflection, it is suggested that the EU Commission ought to revise the Euro strength in
comparison to its weak neighbours. Since its founding, the macro-economic equation for the
Euro € clearly did not consider the weaker economic Mediterranean member states. These
nations have been suffering from the outset, accepting EU loans to get by. Greece itself has
become a failed state.

Trade Policy needs to be improved in regard to member states of whom have changed their
politics respectively. Nations cannot be ignored or vilified due to an outcome of a general
election, this is democracy at work, nonetheless. Due to some animosity, the EU has changed
its Gas supplier to a more expensive one. This has caused immense inflation and poverty for
households on the continent inclusive of the UK. Business is business, to obtain the best deal
for a nation, does not include the use of political rhetoric. We all must obtain the cheapest source
of energy, no matter how one feels towards the supplying country.

i) Diplomacy: As the remaining 27 member states hold their own domestic elections every 4-5
years, it suggested that the EU, especially unelected leadership of the commission, reduce the
bureaucracy and tone-down its stance towards nations who have changed their political
apparatus. Negotiation with all nations is paramount for family continuity — irrespective of the
politigue and its climate being unfavourable at times. All must be sat around the proverbial table,
not to be ignored.

Results have clearly shown that EU version of diplomacy has perturbed many nations and
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their respective elections have illustrated this fact astounded in change. Poland, Hungary and
now Slovakia have all democratically elected traditional popular parties commensurate to a
sovereign states culture dynamic.

This paper’s suggestion to the EU is paramount, as the Economy has deteriorated and paying
double and treble for gas, will continue for years to come, as the “Green New Deal” has in all
tense and purposes, failed the Winter months. This year’s Winter itself, will be a barometer of
things to come. There also could be more nations changing political direction like Germany, Italy,
France, and Greece in elections to come.

ii) It also suggested by this research that a weaponised Article 7 (1) TEU is an unwise
proposition. Hungary and Poland both, being subjected to this form of warning upon a member
state, has simply changed their respected viewpoints of the EU. It is suggested as remarked in
the previous paragraphs ( ii. Diplomacy) that the EU cannot afford to enforce Article 7 akin to
the US Dollar weaponization. Less threats and more negotiation are required. “Sovereign” as in
Sovereign independent nations, is defined as such, irrespective of being in the EU continental
club.

iv) Schengen Acquis & Open Borders:

Having introduced open borders since the Schengen Agreement came to pass in 1995, the
provisions thereof, were not readied for the issues which would follow a decade later.
Fundamental avenues were not considered with epistemological elements such as the rule of
sovereign frontier laws being disregarded. Owing to the previous influx of illegal migrants, a
pandemic and increased crime within member states.

v) EU Commission Presidential Elections.

Having detailed the unfortunate way the last series of European Commission Elections in
November 2019, it this paper's recommendation that future elections have at least three
presidential candidates to contend the seat. Unlike the take or leave it election previously with
only the sole candidate. In addition, a policy ought to be applied to all sitting commissioners (or
leadership posts) therefore, be subject to the vote too.

If any of these recommendations be ignored, we must recall that BRICS is the elephant in the
room waiting for discontented Euro member States.

The European Union and its Vision for Mongolian Society. Agreement (2021-2027).
How the EU. Could Possibly Assist Mongolia?

Firstly, Mongolia’s Main Issues?

i) Out of 3.46 m inhabitants, half reside in the capital city Ulaanbaatar and 33 - 38.3% live in
poverty
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i) Unemployment languishes between 5.8 to 6.0 percent.

i) Inflation and other statistics are manufactured politically, this has been seen within this
paper’s research calculations. High increases in the cost of living, the aforementioned poverty
rate, and a depreciated local currency, does not equate to 10%

iv) Many of its youth wish to graduate and leave the country.

v) Review of Construction Regulations and building malpractice, as seen during the Summer
of Flooding 2023, which had led to numerous deaths and illegal construction of domiciles on a
nearby riverbank.

vi) As a sustainable Meat nation, Mongolian Meat has risen exponentially since the end of Covid
19.

vii) Geographically, we ought to recall that Mongolia lies between two founding members of
BRICS, the Russian Federation and China. Moreover, Mongolia has currently 40% trade with
mainland China. BRICS has already invited Greece and the grouping has 47% of the world
population, many of which manufacturing nations.

viii) Herding families wish for their children to have a higher standard of education and a
controllable existence.

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THE ROLE OF NATIONAL PARLIAMENTS IN THE EU LEGISLATION

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Abstract

National parliaments’ involvement in the EU legislation process has long been limited, and
only the Treaty of Lisbon recognises them as contributors to the EU decision-making process.
The ,early warning mechanism” provides the right of pre-legislative intervention to the national
parliaments and encourages them to jointly build up a new mode in the EU legislation. The novelty
of national legislators is that they have the right to monitor whether EU initiatives comply with the
principles of subsidiarity. The cooperation with EU institutions, especially with the European
Commission, on EU affairs acknowledges the formal role of national parliaments in European
public policy-making process.

The study presents the main characteristics of subsidiarity monitoring and the evolution of its
practice. In addition, it focuses on how can the national parliaments influence the final legislative
outcomes in the EU through the existing procedures of yellow and orange cards. The findings
highlight whether the efforts of national parliaments have brought significant improvements in the
mechanism of subsidiarity and proportionality control.

Introduction

European integration has strengthened the executives of nation states. Due to the growing
supremacy of national governments in the European law-making process, national parliaments
were considered as national gatekeepers in the European machinery, while the role of national
parliaments was limited to that of ‘governmental watchdogs’ scrutinizing the conduct of national
governments (Maurer, Mittag, and Wessels 2004, 67).

The Treaty on Union (1993) and the Treaty of Amsterdam (1995) encourage greater involvement
of national parliaments in the activities of the European Union and enhance their ability to express
their views on matters which may be of particular interest to them”. However, national parliaments
have for a long time only limited possibilities in the EU legislative process.

The role of the ‘latecomer’ national parliaments (Maurer et al. 2004, 71) in European Union affairs
was regulated by the Protocol (No. 1) on the role of national parliaments in the European Union
of the Treaty of Lisbon (2009). The main element of the procedure is outlined in Protocol (No. 2)
on the application of the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality as the early subsidiarity
check of a legislative proposal.

The ‘Treaty of Parliaments’ (Jancic 2015, 939) incorporated national parliaments into the legal
system of the European Union for the first time in the history of European integration. The right
of national parliaments to raise subsidiarity concerns strengthened their role as ‘watchdogs of the
subsidiarity’ (Cooper 2006, 283; Matei and Dumitru 2020, 2) that delve into the issues of
exercising European legislative powers in the areas of non-exclusive EU competences
(Pimenova 2016, 382).
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The aim of the study is to highlight how the European Union could involve national parliaments
in the preparation of Union policies, and whether the European Union provided a stable
mechanism for the monitoring of the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality.

After a brief overview of the meaning of the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality, the study
focuses on subsidiarity control mechanism (procedures of yellow card and orange card), and
reveals the collective capacity of national parliaments to fulfil representative and deliberative
functions in EU law-making.

Subsidiarity control mechanism. The Early Warning System

The concepts of subsidiarity and proportionality are fundamental elements of the policy
development process of the EU institutions. Subsidiarity is typically understood primarily as a
principle for allocating powers to different levels of governance (Fejes 2013, 25), yet it may also
provide guidance on how powers are to be exercised. For example, subsidiarity can be thought
to include an element of proportionality that requires powers to be exercised in a way that is not
more intrusive for lower levels than alternative ways to achieve the same aim. Subsidiarity may
also find expression in procedural mechanisms, such as the involvement of national parliaments
in the application of subsidiarity in the EU legislative process.

The principles of subsidiarity and proportionality were given legal status in the EU when they were
incorporated into the Treaty on European Union (1993). The application of the subsidiarity
principle aims to ensure that decisions in Europe are taken at the most appropriate level. As a
constitutional principle, subsidiarity was to preserve the legislative space of the member states
by limiting European legislation to certain situations. The original wording of the Treaty on
European Union (TEU 1993, Article 3b) provided that: “In areas which do not fall within its
exclusive competence, the Community shall take action, in accordance with the principle of
subsidiarity, only if and in so far as the objectives of the proposed action cannot be sufficiently
achieved by the member states and can therefore, by reason of the scale or effects of the
proposed action, be better achieved by the Community”.

The general approach to the application of the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality were
made legally binding and subject to judicial review by the Protocol on the application of the
principles of subsidiarity and proportionality, annexed to the Treaty of Amsterdam (1997). Under
the Treaty, the Commission is required to justify the relevance of its legislative proposals in the
light of the principles of subsidiarity: “[...] the objectives of the proposed action cannot be
sufficiently achieved by the member states in the framework of their national constitutional
systems and can therefore be better achieved by the Community” (Protocol to the Treaty of
Amsterdam 1997, Article 5).

According to the principle of proportionality, “any action by the Community shall not go beyond
what is necessary to achieve the objectives of this Treaty” (Protocol to the Treaty of Amsterdam
1997, Article 1), so the EU action must be appropriate and necessary to achieve the desired
objective.

National parliaments were given a more formal role in the legislative process under the Treaty of
Lisbon (2009). Protocol No. 2 on the application of the principles of subsidiarity and
proportionality, annexed to the Treaty of Lisbon, contains a legal framework of reinforced control,
and introduces the mechanism of subsidiarity scrutiny by the national parliaments of EU Member
States on draft legislative proposals.

The regulation opens up the possibility for national parliaments to set out and submit reasoned
opinions on draft legislative acts as part of the subsidiarity procedure, when legislative proposals
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concern a policy area that falls under non-exclusive competences.t° The mechanism allowing
national parliaments to scrutinise the compliance of draft EU legislation with the principle of
subsidiarity. The Early Warning System (EWS) gives the right to all national parliaments to get
involved in the EU legislative process.

Under the ordinary legislative procedure, the European Commission, as the main author of the
legislative proposals under its right of initiative, only may put forward legislative proposals. All
proposals from the European Commission for adoption of a legislative act are to be sent to the
national parliaments at the same time as they are sent to the co-legislators (the Council and the
European Parliament). In accordance with Article 2 of the Protocol No. 1 “Draft European
legislative acts sent to the European Parliament and to the Council shall be forwarded to national
parliaments”.

National parliaments may give a reasoned opinion and collectively they can influence the
legislative process if a certain threshold is attained and in the set time limit. Under the early
warning mechanism any national parliament or any chamber of a national parliament may, within
eight weeks from the date of transmission of a draft legislative act, send to the Presidents of the
European Commission, the European Parliament and the Council a reasoned opinion stating why
it considers that the draft legislative act does not comply with the principle of subsidiarity. Under
Protocol No. 2, each national parliament has two votes: in countries with unicameral parliaments
the sole House of Parliament has two votes, in the case of a bicameral system, each chamber
has one vote. Commission proposals can be blocked if there is a consensus among a majority of
chambers.

In the case of proposals falling under the ordinary legislative procedure, if a draft legislative act's
compliance with the subsidiarity principle is contested by a third of the votes allocated to national
parliaments (yellow card), the Commission has to review the proposal and decide to maintain,
amend or withdraw the act, also giving reasons for its decision. (This threshold shall be a quarter
if the draft legislative act is submitted within the area of freedom, security and justice.) If a draft
legislative act's compliance with the subsidiarity principle is contested by a simple majority of the
votes allocated to national parliaments (orange card), the Commission has to justify its position
by means of a reasoned opinion.8!

The procedural mechanisms are based not only on the interaction between national parliaments
and the European Commission, but also on the reaction of the European Parliament and the
Council. The subsidiarity control mechanism laid down in Protocol (No. 2) is integrated into the
rules of procedure of the European Parliament (European Parliament 2017, Rule 42) and of the
Council (Council 2009, Article 19). If the European Parliament by a simple majority of its members
(and the Council by a majority of 55% of its members) considers that the proposal is indeed not
compatible with the principle of subsidiarity, it is abandoned.

Key cases where subsidiarity and proportionality concerns were reaised

Through the Early Warning System the Treaty of Lisbon provides the right to all national
parliaments to scrutinise and influence the EU legislative process. The reasoned opinions issued
by national parliaments (both chambers in bicameral systems) vary largely, they have different
priorities in choosing Commission proposals to be scrutinised in the context of the subsidiarity
control mechanism. Commission proposals and initiatives generated the highest number of
reasoned opinions concern the internal market in electricity, public procurement rules, gender

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balance, animal health and welfare, food safety, the regulation of medicinal products, rail
transport, air transport and airports.

The different constitutional constraints and the parliaments’ different relations with their
governments have a strong impact on the subsidiarity monitoring process. The result is differing
levels of parliamentary scrutiny of EU affairs and varying degrees of willingness to cooperate and
conduct subsidiarity checks.®

Under the subsidiarity control mechanism the yellow card procedure was used only three
times. In May 2012 national parliaments of the EU issued their first yellow card. Thus for the first
time, national parliaments collectively intervened in the legislative process of the EU to decisive
effect, expressing subsidiarity concerns on the Commission’s proposal for a “Regulation on the
exercise of the right to take collective action within the context of the freedom of establishment
and the freedom to provide services”. In 2012 through the case of the Monti Il proposal national
parliaments proved with 12 reasoned opinions that the European Commission unnecessarily
interfered with domestic labour laws including workers’ right to take collective action. The
European Commission claimed that the Monti Il proposal did not breach the subsidiarity principle
but that it withdrew the draft European legislative act because of a lack of political support for it
in the European Parliament and the Council.

In November 2013, national parliaments objected to the Commission’s proposal to establish a
European Public Prosecutor’s Office. National parliaments argued that the Commission did not
demonstrate that Union level action could achieve better results than actions at national level.
Finally, on 8 June 2017 under enhanced cooperation 20 EU Member States reached a political
agreement on the establishment of a new European Public Prosecutor's Office (EPPO).

In May 2016, a third yellow card was issued following the proposal for a revision of the directive
on the posting of workers, as 14 national parliaments or chambers thereof issued reasoned
opinions. In this case a ,regional block” of national parliaments managed to establish closer
coordination around one specific topic with shared preferences on the Posted Workers Directive
(Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland,
Romania, Slovakia). Among the 11 national parliaments that submitted reasoned opinions these
countries all, except Denmark, are from Central and Eastern Europe.

The above cases underline that national parliaments triggered reasoned opinions not only in view
of legal reasons, but also with regard to political opportunity. The way in which most of the national
parliaments implement the Protocol No. 2 and use the subsidiarity control mechanism has
highlighted the political character of the new tool. The political will can stimulate stronger

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coordination among national parliaments which is indispensable and would considerably help to
reach the threshold. Linked to the more political national democratic processes, national
parliaments are institutionally well endowed to re-politicise the normative concerns in the EU
policy-making process (Bartl 2015, 35).

Conclusions

In the brief discussion above, it is already evident that even highly influential actors such as
national parliaments fail to establish efficient procedures for the successful coordination and
presentation of national positions at the EU level.

However, the yellow card procedure is an important development in relations between the
European Commission and national parliaments. The EWS practice, as the yellow card cases
have indicated, is that particular policy areas had better be regulated at national level instead of
European level. Moreover, the subsidiarity control on shared public policies can promote a
regulation which determines what should be European and that should be national. All this is full
correlation with the simplified revision procedure set out in Article 48 (6) of the Treaty on European
Union which allows for a return to the Member States of competences conferred to the Union.
However, the cooperation between the EU institutions and national parliaments in the post-Lisbon
era became more active and visible than they were in the past. The new provisions for
parliamentary engagement in the European Union’s policy-making have brought the national
parliaments closer across the EU member states. A sizeable number of chambers have chosen
to engage with EU affairs as a matter of course, have been adapting their internal procedures
and institutional capacity, and are linking up with other parliaments on a regular basis.

In order to exert this pressure, national parliaments need to explore how to better cooperate and
how to use different platforms for information exchange to ensure that their views are better
reflected in the legislative process and in the subsidiarity control mechanism.

Recommendations

The practice of the subsidiarity scrutiny illustrates that there is no standard model for
parliamentary involvement but that parliaments shape their regulatory policy activities according
to what works best in their specific context. The rules of subsidiarity and proportionality were
considered with the national parliaments by the European Commission within the framework of
the “Task Force on Subsidiarity, Proportionality, and Doing Less More Efficiently” (2015).8% During

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the targeted consultations representatives of the 27 national parliaments and 41 chambers
discussed the practical functioning of the subsidiarity control mechanism as well as possible
reforms of it (Sods 2018, 199). The Hungarian parliamentarians emphasised the need to
strengthen the role of national legislatures and to give them the right to effectively block any
legislation that their majority opposes (Parliament of Hungary — Contribution to the work of the
Task Force 2018, 6). However, until a possible amendment of the EU treaties, such an obstacle
could only be overcome by a political commitment of the European Commission towards the
national parliaments (Romania — Contribution to the work of the Task Force 2018, 2).

Many parliaments have proposed that the low number of yellow card procedures could be
explained by the different practices and degrees of involvement of national parliaments in the
scrutiny mechanism. Consequently, a more consistent approach by national parliaments to the
subsidiarity control mechanism is desirable (Minutes of the 3rd meeting of the Task Force 2018,
4).

Some national parliaments have revealed that the failure of the EWS lies in the loose coordination
between the parliaments of the member states (e. g., French National Assembly, Austrian Federal
Council, Croatian Parliament, Hungarian National Assembly, Swedish Parliament, etc.). Acting
alone, national parliaments are not capable of influencing the reasoned opinion leading to the
amendment or rejection of the legislative proposal.

The European Commission seems reluctant to change the status quo. This position increases
the risk of dissatisfaction among national parliaments and fortifies their requests for increased
participation in EU law-making. There is undoubtedly a need for a common understanding of
subsidiarity among all the actors involved in subsidiarity monitoring. This phenomenon has
highlighted the lack of common guidance on how to assess the content of draft legislative acts or
other public policies in relation to the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality. The European
Commission therefore supports the development of a common method for subsidiarity
monitoring, which could be based on the already existing ‘subsidiarity assessment grid’. The
proposed assessment grid is to be used by the European Commission when initiating its
legislative proposals, as well as by the European Parliament and the Council, and by the national
parliaments in preparing their reasoned opinions.

The new tool is intended to provide a common and consistent approach to assessing the
compatibility of a given legislative proposal or initiative with the principles of subsidiarity and
proportionality, in order to ensure that the EU does not exceed its powers to achieve the objectives
set out in the Treaties.

In sum, there is no doubt that one of the positive consequences of the subsidiarity control
mechanism is that a discourse on the justification of subsidiarity leads to stronger, more
subsidiarity-compliant legislation, as the institutions are forced to sharpen the arguments for the
need for EU action. Nevertheless, the subsidiarity principle and, above all, the introduction of the
EWS have contributed to improving relations between national parliaments and the EU
institutions.

Moreover, studying the observed examples of EES and ETIAS will lay certain significant points
on how the EU perceives the immigration right now and, in the future, while relating these to
security. This paper seeks to further a correlated discussion with the current and future events
which ties to the many significant issues from immigration to security. Within the EU, the future
changes and newly found mechanism will continue to affect the policies and direct perception
towards the immigration flow.

2. Entry/Exit System (EES)

Measures and overall security can always lead to manipulation of power and the kind of rule
bending at the end will lead to machinations of control. Related to this, research at hand takes
basis of this explanation on the framework of securitization while author tries to relate real existing
systems to the facilitating conditions. For this purpose and to avoid the paradox of securitization,
which is mentioned during this paper, this research decided to dissect this system.

Control the irregular immigration flow it was determined that the visa-regime itself may be viewed
as a securitizing weapon/practice with reference to securitization procedures about visa-
overstayers — or visa-getters — beyond the area of FRONTEX. It is challenging to classify the
"practice of demanding visas" as a securitizing practice using the criteria outlined in the
methodology section since it is neither a practice linked to "conventional dangers to security" nor
out of the usual in the field of migration management.® In particular, the use of biometric data in
travel papers and the requirement for biometric passports for Schengen visa-free travellers’ can
both be seen as securitization practices.

Such practice is the Entry/Exit System (EES), intriguingly, the measure that underlies the
regulation of "legal' mobility indicate a rather drastic shift in how "regular" travellers to moves
around in Schengen are controlled. In a nutshell, the EES is an electronic system created by the
EU to enhance the security of the Schengen Area and the control of external borders. The EES
is intended to keep track of the third country nationals’ entry, exit, and length of their stays when
they come into the Schengen Area for brief visits (up to 90 days in a 180-day period).®’

By providing a trustworthy and thorough record of the movements of people from other countries,
the EES aims to increase the security of the Schengen Area. Moreover, the system is anticipated
to aid in preventing unauthorized migration, combating document fraud, and enhancing the
identification of those who might be a danger to public safety and security.®® With these measures

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and legitimacy yet another framework for securitization practices and discourse had been laid
down by Member States and the EU. Lastly, it should be remembered the EES system is not
operational yet and is expected to be operational in 2024 .8°

3. European Travel Information and Authorisation System (ETIAS)

Beginning in 2024 the ETIAS system will be operational.®® Furthermore, the majority of the
European nations will require travellers from visa-exempt nations to get a travel authorization.
The Article 1 of the ETIAS' regulation indicates that: “/n order to determine whether the presence
of third-country nationals on the territory of the Member States would pose a security risk, an
illegal immigration risk, or a high epidemic risk, ETIAS establishes that third-country nationals
exempt from the requirement to be in possession of a visa when crossing the external borders
(the "visa requirement"). A travel authorization is created for this purpose, together with the
requirements and processes for issuing or rejecting it.”*

Moreover, during the establishment of this system there were certain securitization discourse
taken by the Commission itself accordingly to the author’s views. Watch-listing people who are
coming towards the EU borders and tailing these selected individuals can be put inside within the
securitization discourse for the purpose of threat framing. Basically, for automating the
immigration within the Schengen area with this built mechanism could provide the further
necessary facilitating condition within the process. During this research author claims that this
system as with other institutional transformation points towards a larger variety of tools to make
the immigration a threat for further references, even if they are from visa-exempt countries such
as stating that, “ETIAS shall contribute to a high level of security by providing for a thorough
security risk assessment of applicants, prior to their arrival at external border crossing points, in
order to determine whether there are factual indications or reasonable grounds based on factual
indications to conclude that the presence of the person on the territory of the Member States
poses a security risk”.%? Risk assessment here can indicate further facilitating conditions for the
securitization process divided and separated between the Member States and the EU.

Moreover, automated processing of visas and listing people could be used to statistically pointing
the potential dangers as more then it seems in the eyes of the public which would encourage the
discourse of securitization on a greater extend.

In general, this system accordingly to the author’s views and the study, is a crucial component of
the EU's securitization of the immigration since it adds several stages of security screening for
the people from third countries who want to enter the Schengen Area and seeking asylum or a
better life. Cross-referencing their data for further tracking and security leads to control on a larger
scale and for an organisation such as the EU especially within our current times sits as a clog for
the mechanisms of the securitization process.

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In conclusion, these systems take part as the tools of securitization process to strengthen the
facilitating conditions of the securitization process on the EU level against the immigrants.

4. Securitization as a framework for analysis

This article choses to utilize the theory of securitization through the framework of above the
normal politics, which making the issues that are in normal politics could be push on to the issues
of national security. Some issues and global problems could be used with over this theory to focus
on the language and discourse.®® While different speech acts, policies and various actions might
be utilized to securitize certain issues, the research at hand will observe this theory through
certain case examples which are the EES and the ETIAS. Furthermore, analysing and making
the case that the securitization of immigration in the EU is a collective process which that includes
both extreme and everyday politics.

Analysing a theoretical issue such as this through the theory at hand contributes further to the
understanding of the process because pinpointing and commenting yet other tools for facilitating
conditions for the part of the securitization process to put the claims of it more visible.®* Through
this research and the usage of the theory to analyse the issue it is evident that we can observe
certain levels of the collective securitization of immigration on EU level with these examples (EES
and ETIAS) to comment and further the studies in general. But it should be remembered that
these examples are yet to come online that is why the comments and the analyses are based on
theoretical assumptions and presented discussions for the future. Transformation of Schengen,
EES and ETIAS through the analysis of securitization will provide a better understanding of how
the process’ gears works as well. Overall, the theoretical assumptions suggested during this
paper might have beneficial effects on how these mechanisms can reflect on the further
development of securitization studies regarding the immigration.

5. Threat Example: The Immigration

The overflow of immigration in general is a great threat example within the concept of
securitization. Reasons why immigration had been mostly targeted by the securitizing actors as
a threat factor can be put in a long list since it is easy to make the threat narrative for political
gains because the many consequences of the overflow immigration.®®

Moreover, it has been asserted that the influx of immigration will bring "terrorism and transnational
crime". The rules governing migration are very explicitly controlling elements that are perceived
as security hazards as a result of the securitization of migration. If it can be considered that the
ongoing refugee situation, it is simple to get the conclusion that a great deal of fear drives this
irregular movement, which is a major issue for the EU region as a tipping point.®® Large number
of people coming toward the borders of the EU is a great reason for the rise of new and innovative
ways of security to rise which would eventually benefit the securitization process on the EU level
for the actors.%’

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Through dividing, profiling and monitoring people with certain backgrounds would make the
utilization of the securitization process visible which is also why the change in Schengen and the
innovations that brings the EES and the ETIAS might became essential tools for it. Assuming the
observed systems are going to be used as tools to mechanise the immigration within the
Schengen, it can be further claimed that the immigration’s effects on social, economic, and
cultural areas are a perfect fit for the threat narrative to be used in the securitization process by
the EU.

6. Transformation of the Schengen Area

In order to find the tools of securitization process of immigration on EU level, it was necessary to
observe and understand the process of responses and transformation of the Schengen Area
through certain steps because this transformation of Schengen lays an important framework for
the securitization process to exist within the EU.

After the Arab Spring (early 2010s) and its aftereffects caused mass immigration towards the
Europe.® Due to this crisis as preliminary steps to change the functions and mechanism of
Schengen, eight (Austria, Denmark, France, Germany, Norway, Sweden, Belgium and Finland)
Schengen nations implemented temporary border restrictions which in reaction to "foreseeable
incidents," "urgent instances," and "severe shortcomings" of external border controls. *°
Furthermore, Member States were permitted to implement temporary internal border restrictions
under the Schengen Borders Code (SBC), which was proposed in 2013 and came into force in
2016.1% Establishing and transforming the SBC in author of this paper’s opinion was one of the
most visible proof related to the process of securitization regarding the immigration. Also,
answering such further question on finding the tools of securitization starts from this point
because given legitimacy towards the security enables bending the rules to a further line.

As a security community Schengen Area was a tightly working mechanism for several reason
before the crisis while abolishing all the internal borders.°® These mechanisms can be
summarized accordingly to Zaiotti and Bremberg to firstly, it is a common "imagined community"
with a collective identity. Secondly, it aims to make a common space where individuals can move
freely. Thirdly, it is characterized by "post-national" political, economic, and military integration.
Fourthly, national security is reconceptualized as no longer a matter of territorial defence but one
of collective threats and risks. Fifthly, it has developed common policies and mechanisms of
coordination within the area of justice and home affairs to deal with common threats. Sixthly, trans
governmental networks and agencies play a prominent role in "internal" security. Seventhly,
border control has become a matter of multilateral negotiation where key decisions are taken by
regional institutions composed of both intergovernmental and supranational actors. Finally, trust

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was always the key constitutive feature.?? But after the starting changes on enabling certain
security control within the Schengen to Member States, it might have started the tipping point for
this securitization process.

Furthermore, with these top points of securitization processes that served as a reminder of the
EU's preference for internal security within their borders above the conditions and difficulties of
"othered" migrants who are entering the EU. Moreover, in short, the securitization of Schengen
can be broken down into four basic components based on several information. Firstly, an
assessment of the parallel security discourse presented in the 2015’s Agenda on Migration, which
is a policy document that connects the migrant phenomenon to the internal dynamics of the EU,
follows the presentation of the "normal" language of the discourse and practice in connection to
Schengen prior to 2015.1% The second section describes the numerous and concurrent
"precipitating factors" that prompted the EU to take up the role of security principal and to start
the securitization of Schengen. In thirdly this section continues to examine the EU's rise as a
securitization agent. Fourth and last, the securitizing activity and how the member states respond
to it as an audience are thus seen as examples of the cyclic interaction that promotes collective
securitization. The EU's endeavours to protect Schengen and lessen the threat to the EU's
internal coherence. In the end, it was necessary revisit the oddities of this group securitization
attempt, the security governance logic that has resulted from it, and the potential normative
conundrums that the securitization shift and its policy ramifications provide.'%*

Also, there is increasing number of virtual walls that aims to regulate, observe, profile and spy on
people's movements. This has led to the growth of several programs to limit people's movement
and gather biometric data, especially after 2013. These systems' gathered data are kept in the
EURODAC database, which enables analysis to identify patterns and suggestions for our
movements. The monitoring system for border regions is called EUROSUR.% |t is wise to
remember that the rise of security means the rise of control and since the beginning of the
Refugee Crisis the mechanisms of security are on the rise especially made on the EU level. This
study’s emphasis towards certain systems and transformed institutions of the EU comes from
these statements that is why this paper’s focus connects them through the securitization process
to point towards its existence on the EU level.

7. Discussion

The EES and the ETIAS’s future effects are an open door to further the study over securitization
and the securitization process of immigration especially on the EU level. Basically, taming the
immigration with the systems presented to the people through rhetoric of security complicates the
channels of understanding and politics.

Furthermore, conceptualizing the immigration on the rational of security risk as a primary might
strengthen the hand of securitization process even by stating, “Both from a migration and from a
security point of view, there is a clear necessity to conduct prior checks in order to identify any

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risks”.1%® This claim reinforces the idea that migration is a security issue, which supports the threat
narrative which resulted in the systems of securitization. Accordingly, we can deduce that by
engaging in and implementing these checks, authorities are carrying out a routine activity that
serves to identify and manage risks. By designating the coming individuals as potential risk
factors through mechanised algorithms at the end might cause further suggestive threat
narratives on them. As a result, the securitization process assumes and suggests that doing
background checks may not be a neutral or objective procedure but rather one that is
incorporated into larger discursive and institutional frameworks that influence how security
concerns are conceived of and handled. These suggestions are all theoretically supports the
future of these systems as facilitating tools for the securitization.

Moreover, the usage of the EES in the future can be utilized on several points for the securitization
process by the EU or its Member States. First point would be the securitizing actor employing the
EES can utilize the data it gathers on the third country nationals who entered the EU and then
processes to aid the securitization process generally by identifying movement behaviours that
would point to the presence of a security danger. Second point basically monitoring the coming
third country nationals through their visas and identities with further enhanced external borders
through sharing the data between the EU’s institutions and Member States. In summary, placing
and mechanizing the immigration as a threat within the wider security of the EU’s gears
contributes to its collective securitization process. Deciding who is fit to enter or not is in short
giving an extreme power to the securitizing actors in theory and the EES needs to be monitored
to be not used for political and securitized purposes in the future. This is one of the wider concerns
and critics of this study in general.

Authorizing who is going to enter and who is going to be monitored for security screening
especially in the current political sphere of the world might end up used for securitizing actors’
own agendas for legitimacy and further power. Fundamentally, EES can be another perfect gear
for backing the actors’ speech acts as a facilitating condition. In another perspective, the utilizing
and justifying this system while pointing towards the third nationals is also reflecting the
securitization process’ perspective.

Furthermore, the discussion within this paper can be persistent on the reasons why these
systems were aimed to be established in the first place was to make these third country nationals
or immigrants, who are coming to the EU soils, to be used as data mining pools to create a pre-
crime watchlist by the Member States.'%” Evidently this was the issue that was presented.
However, the empirical data to support such given the claim that the EES will "facilitate the return
process" by "targeting and detecting who over stays their visas," and there is also almost no such
evidence to support that the EES will help reduce overstayer numbers at all in the Schengen
region because accordingly, to the European Parliament, it is complicated to identify the issues
resulted by the irregular immigrants..°®® Moreover, this research continues to discuss and theorize
that the even without certain claims such machinations had been utilized and proposed to support
the securitizing moves. Prevention and solution are the claims, but they are yet to be proved
based on the structures of usage since EES is not operational yet.

As for the ETIAS, this system has an algorithm that profiles people on entry during their stay
within the EU, creates basically a watch list. The ETIAS watchlist shall include information about

people who are suspected of committing or participating in a terrorist or other serious criminal
offense. The ETIAS watchlist will be a component of the ETIAS Central System. The ETIAS’s
direct watchlist will be created based on information on terrorism or other major criminal offenses.
Europol, without prejudice to Regulation (EU) 2016/794 or Member States, shall place the
information on the ETIAS watchlist.®® Therefore, already creating a monitoring system even
before entry and profiling the third country nationals as a risk factor even prior to their entry.
Furthermore, the Commission argued that the necessity for the ETIAS system in its 2016 proposal
by referring explicitly to a predicted rise in the number of visa-exempt third-country citizens flying
to the EU as a result of 'the EU's visa liberalization strategy.'*°

Moreover, trusting and mechanising such system through algorithms might eventually cause
breaches on the fundamental human rights for the third national that are coming towards the EU.
Such listing of breaches can be listed as over the three main issues with collecting data in a way
that respects human dignity are: unauthorized access to stored data, including using data for
purposes that were not originally intended; and understanding for the individuals in question the
consequences of that kind of storage. Sharing biometric information with foreign nations might
also put people's safety at risk, which could be an issue.!! These systematic augmentations and
changes are all parts of the securitization process over the immigration to locate and further
monitor them to acknowledge them as threats.

Essentially, to make further discussions on this securitization can be seen as an alternative and
a tactic used by uncooperative governments, even when cooperation is mandated by
agreements, plans, policies, and other mechanisms for managing migrant surges. The states find
it far simpler to spend a sizable portion of their budgets on border control than it is to coordinate
efforts, adhere to standards, and uphold the human rights framework.'? Especially on systems
and mechanism like this. Dividing and sharing the knowledge within the Member States of the
EU might cause even further harm for the coming immigrants and refugees because not every
country’s political agenda and aims are based on the well-being of the coming third nationals. As
history showed many times before, dividing people on Us vs Them is always easy for securitizing
actors to gain legitimacy and political power. That is why as the assumptions take hold, it might
be expected that the Member States might follow their own gains and benefits over the coming
immigrants accordingly to these expectations. But it should be taken into great consideration that
all these are assumptions based on the theoretical framework of the securitization and since
these systems are yet to be online, their future impacts on the immigration cannot be observed
with certainty yet.

8. Conclusion

In conclusion, the EES and the ETIAS’s reasons of proposal and creation based on the security
of the EU’s internal security and the monitoring the third country nationals which might pose a

study. Monitoring and profiling coming immigrants through algorithms might give a great tool of
securitization to the securitizing actors.

Through the basis of these systems’ gears, it is that the migration can be mechanised and tamed
with precise methods of profiling and monitoring. This study kept on focusing and pointing towards
the possibility of further use of EES and ETIAS’s harm toward the coming immigrants with the
corelation of the transformation of the Schengen Area as well. Expecting a person or persons as
a threat to the society from the start by profiling them shows the early sings for over securitization
accordingly to this study. That is why the securitization process can fit these systems as tools and
facilitating conditions to strengthen the process, even to boost the actors’ speech acts. Overall, it
is sufficient to say that this studies assumptions and predictions for these systems’ future effects
shall be mostly very tied to the securitization process of the immigration which would contribute
to a more collectively securitized EU at the end.
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COHESION POLICY VERSUS THE RULE OF LAW
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Abstract:

The cohesion policy of the European Union is always defined by its current Multiyear Financial
Framework (MFF), which finances the policy. The European Union operates in the programming
period of 2021-2027 altogether from 1,824.3 billion EUR. This is significant because there was
no budget of this magnitude during the previous periods.

However, in the recent years, simultaneously with the increasing of the amount of subsidy a new
phenomenon appeared, which may also mean an obstacle in the way of EU disbursals, and this
is nothing else but the Rule of Law policy.

Since 2021, thanks to the new legal frameworks, the Union budget enjoys an enhanced protection
in those cases, where the violation of the principle of rule of law hazards the financial interests of
the EU. This new legal framework is the regulation on the general condition system that serves
the protection of the Union budget — in short: rule of law conditionality regulation — that has to be
applied since January 2021.

This new condition system allows the EU to introduce actions for protecting the Union budget in
respect of the member states, e.g. to suspend payments or to implement financial adjustments.
A fracture-line appeared between the member states along the rule of law condition. It is a
debated issue of our days whether the lack of applying the rule of law occurring in a member
state may lead to the freezing of the payment of the EU subsidies.

The purpose of the study is to introduce the fracture-lines that developed along the suspension
of the EU subsidies and the conditions of the rule of law.

Key words: European Union, rule of law, EU subsidies, conditionality regulation, rule of law
procedure

1. Roots of the principle of the rule of law

From among the interesting topics involving the European Union there are only a few that are
followed by as much outstanding and central attention as the issue of the rule of law. The
attentions of both politics and of the legal community are also directed on it since the concept
covers simultaneously a political and also a legal aspect.'*®

The concept of the rule of law is not a new concept in the European countries, however, as
regards its content it may be different by states. The different European countries view the rule of
law according to its different language interpretations. In the French colloquial language they use
the expression ,Etat de droit” (,state of rule”), English language uses the expression ,Rule of
Law”, while in the case of Germans the expression ,Rechtsstaat” (,state of rule”) is used widely.
However, between the meaning contents of these expressions there are differences. Each of

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these differences may be justified by the fact that each concept developed in a different system
and context from the aspect of the history of law.'*

The basis of the French ,Etat de droit” concept is provided by the Declaration of the Rights of
Man and of the Citizen of 1789. Thanks to this Declaration the concept focuses on the protection
of the fundamental rights. In addition to this, because of the approach of the French constitution
is significantly influenced by the public administration law, the ,Etat de droit” assumes that the
rights of the citizens have to be also protected by the special public administration courts in
addition to the ordinary courts.t®

Based on the opinion of the Venice Commission as regards the content-related components of
the English ,Rule of Law” concept the work of Albert Venn Dicey of 18856 is the standard. Based
on the thinking of Dicey the autocracy of the governing power may be limited only if the priority of
law is ensured against the power. The author highlights that it should be possible to convict people
only on the basis of law. He highlights equality before law and that no person may be above the
laws. The ,Rule of law” expression is built on the logics of the Anglo-Saxon common law. It
attributed a significant role to the courts, however, it does not consider the existence of a written
constitution to be essential .’

The German ,Rechtsstaat” concept evolved through the written constitutions. It focuses on the
state. And it sees the guarantee for enforcing the law primarily in the legislative power.!'® Robert
von Mohl, who is one of the determining theoretician of the ,Rechtsstaat”, considers the rule of
law a feature of the state of reason. According to his phrasing the rule of state is to maintain its
own law and order, to ensure equality before the law and to allow the exercising of the rights of
freedom.1®

on the above it may be established that the issue of the concept of the rule of law was phrased
on the level of the states far earlier than the time when the European Union was established. As
regards the contents of the concept there were common points, however, due to the different
histories of law and the different legal systems the weights of the contents and the elements of
the rule of law were different.

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Another difficulty is represented in respect of interpretation of the concept of the rule of law by
the fact that two approaches evolved. One of them is the formal, positive legal approach, while
the other one is the material-based, essence oriented approach. On the basis of the formal
approach that state may be considered a rule of law, which subordinates itself also under the law
that it creates. Therefore, based on this, it observes its own laws. The advantage of this approach
is that it may be measured in a simple manner with an objective scale. However, a disadvantage
of this approach that an authoritarian regime supressing the citizens may be also considered to
be a rule of law, if it makes its own actions on the basis of its own legal system in a lawful
manner.12°

Contrary to this, the material approach focuses on the fundamental rights of freedom. It appears
as a main criterion whether a country ensures the protection of the fundamental rights of the
freedom of the individual. Therefore, the focus of this second concept is shifted from the
observation of the rules to the rights of freedom of the individual, due to which the judgement of
the rule of law becomes a significantly more subjective issue.'?! The issue of interpreting the rule
of law has been the subject of disputes even until now.

The Venice Commission concluded that the rule of law does not have a generally accepted
definition, for this reason the organisation collected in 2011 those criteria of the rule of law that it
considers to be correct. These criteria were the following

- lawfulness that assumes that there is a transparent, responsible and democratic procedure
concerning the acceptance of the laws

- legal certainty

- prohibition of autocracy

- access to justice that consists of independent and unbiased courts

- respecting human rights

- prohibition of discrimination, and equality before the law.”*??

Nevertheless, there is no definition of the rule of law that may be accepted in a uniform manner
by all the countries. There are newer and newer disputes and questions arising in respect of its
concept. This is also well proven by the fact that the Venice Commission further refined the rule
of law criteria it has defined previously in year 2016.1

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22. The rule of law and European integration, value from principle

In the first decades of the European integration the member states had already dealt with the
issue of the rule of law, however, at this time, the concept appeared still only as one of the
achievements of modern West-European thinking.1?*

In the subsequent years, the importance of the rule of law continuously increased, since through
the basic treaties it became a part of the EU law.'?® The preamble of the Single European Act
(1986) already contained an indirect reference to the rule of law: “Aware of the responsibility
incumbent upon Europe [...] to display the principles of democracy and compliance with the law
and with human rights”26

Subsequently, the concept also appeared in the preamble of the Maastricht Treaty (1992). The
preamble declares that: ,confirming their attachment to the principles of liberty, democracy and
respect for human rights and fundamental freedoms and of the rule of law,.?’

Paragraph 1 of Article 6 of the Treaty of Amsterdam (1997) already describes the rule of law as a
principle that is the constituent of the European Union, integral parts of which are respecting
freedom, democracy, human rights and the fundamental freedoms. Moreover, the treaty is also
important, because it establishes the predecessors of the procedure of Article 7 that is applied
increasingly often in our days, which obtained its form of today in the Treaty of Nice (2001). The
further strengthening of the procedure corresponding to Article 7 was on one hand a reaction to
the political inability in the European Union that J6rg Haider in Austria got into the government,
and it allowed for the EU institutions involved to establish from then on that there is a clear threat
that a member state will violate the principles of the European Union. On the other hand this
meant a kind of response to the East enlargement of the European Union.?® The earlier
expansion experiences highlighted that a serious tension may evolve as a consequence of the
expansion, for example in the decision making processes.*?°

The perspectives of Eastern enlargement appeared at the forum of the European Council that
had its meeting in June 1993. The meeting of the European Council lead to the creation of the
accession criteria of Copenhagen. These criteria declare that only that member candidate country
may become a member of the European Union that fulfils the following conditions:

- the member candidate country operates the institution system that ensure the protection of
democracy, of the rule of law, human rights and minorities,

- where an operation capable market economy and the ability exist to meet the competition
challenge existing in the EU

- which is able to undertake the obligations involved in the membership, thus identifying itself with
the political, economic and financial union.° Therefore it can be seen that the rule of law
appeared already as one of the conditions of accession.

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The Treaty of Lisbon (2007) describes in more detail the rule of law procedure corresponding to
Article 7 of the TEU and it defines the rule of law in connection with the procedure already not
only as a principle, but as a value. This can be explained by its reference to the ,values” of Article
2 of the TEU. According to this latter provision the EU builds the respecting of human dignity on
the value of respecting freedom, democracy, equality, rule of law and the human rights — including
herein the rights of people belonging to the minorities - which are common in the member states.
The preamble also refers to these values and it considers them the universal values of the rule
of law. These are principles to which the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union
also refers when it declares that the European Union is built on the principles of democracy and
the rule of law. However, it is important to mention in connection with the Charter that it primarily
addressees the European institutions and not the member state governments. 3!

If in any member state the rule of law is violated, a rule of law procedure may be initiated against
the given member state. The rule of law procedure that is applicable at present is made up of the
following steps: In the first step they establish whether the unambiguous hazard exist that a
member state seriously violates the values mentioned in Article 2 of the TEU, and they may
phrase recommendations for the involved member state [Paragraph (1) of Article 7 of the TEU].
In the second step they establish that the member state seriously and in the long term violates
the values mentioned in Article 2 of the TEU [Section 7 (2) of the TEU]. In the third step the
sanctioning of the finding mentioned in the second step is done, including the suspension of the
voting right due in the Council [Paragraph (3) of Article 7 of the TEU]. However, it is important to
note that for establishing a finding in line with Paragraph (2) of Article 7 an unanimous decision
of the member states is required. This procedure type was activated against Poland in 2017 and
then against Hungary in 2018, however, the experiences gained until now show that these
procedures may be in process for years without leading to any specific consequences for the
member states involved*

The Court of Justice of the European Union in addition to the foundation treaties also deals with
the rule of law. It is important to mention from among the most significant precedents the Les
Verts case'® from 1986, in which the court applied the rule of law for the first time. In the Kadi
case (2008) the court announced that the consequence of the rule of law binds the institutions
and the member states of the European Union, when they transpose an action that is based on
international law.*** Therefore some kind of law development activity was started, which tries to
provide guarantee for enforcing the rule of law within the institution system of the European Union.
However, simultaneously with this it does not occur that the Court of Justice of the European
Union may efficiently intervene when the requirements of the rule of law are violated in one of the
member states.!3®

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It is possible to enforce the rule of law with legal instruments, for which either the authority scope
of the Court would be required or the general mandatory legal effect of the Charter of
Fundamental Rights would have to be established, or the procedure corresponding to Article 7
would have to be strengthened, since without these their final sanctions do not mean a direct
coercive force in respect of the member states. The institutions of the European Union realised
this fact, as a result the extending of the scope of instruments was started.

The scope of instruments serving the rule of law is being extended

The first instruments serving the protection of the rule of law was created by the European
Commission in 2014 with the ,New EU framework for strengthening the rule of law”. Based on
the announcement of the Commission the framework may be activated, when the authorities
issue actions that will probably regularly and disadvantageously influence the integrity of the
national level institutions created for guaranteeing the rule of law and the mechanisms that serve
it. Moreover, the framework may be activated if the national rule of law guarantees do not prove
to be appropriate. The purpose of the framework is to make the system-like threats involving the
rule of law ineffective. In this case the member state has to indicate if there is a any threat against
its political, institutional and/or legal system, its constitutional structure, the separation of the
branches of power, the independence of the courts and their impartiality. In respect of the
framework there is no real legal sanction, the European Commission in the ultimate case may
initiate against the member state the procedure that corresponds to Article 7.1%

In response to the new instruments of the European Commission, the Council of the European
Union in its press communique of December 16, 2014 announced that in the interest of protecting
and promoting the rule of law it initiates a political dialogue between the member states, which
will take place annual once. This concept compared to the rule of law framework of the European
Commission is less suitable for exerting pressure. In the course of this dialogue the member
states each year will carry on general discussions with each other concerning the topic of the rule
of law."%7

In the first years of the political dialogue the member states still did not examine the rule of law
situations of each other, but they carried on general discussions in respect of a selected topic.
For example, the topic of the first discussion was: the rule of law in the digital era. However, in
the second half of year 2020 the exchanging of views was changed during the period of the
regular German presidency. In addition to general dialogue they also started to discuss the
situation of the rule of law of certain member states in the Council on General Affairs.*

Following the example of the two institutions, the European Parliament also wanted to have an
own rule of law instruments. On October 25, 2016 it accepted a resolution* that envisaged the
creating of an EU mechanism that would have dealt with democracy, rule of law and the

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fundamental rights. The mechanism of the Parliament already planned the annual inspection of
each member states. According to the resolution the European Parliament and different civil
organisation, NGOs would have played a much more significant role in the mechanism compared
to the mechanism of the Commission. This procedure would have taken into and would have
supplemented the rule of law framework of the Commission, as well as the rule of law dialogue
of the Council. The final result of the mechanism could have been different depending on the
findings. Similarly to the rule of law framework of the European Commission, a possibility would
have been opened here as well for procedures corresponding to Article 7. Creating the
mechanism would have required a legislative procedure. Since only the European Commission
has the right to present initiatives in this field and it did not support the recommendation of the
Parliament, the mechanism was not created.!4°

The Commission wanted to introduce significant changes in 2019. It decided to create an annual
rule of law report that is similar to the recommendation of the European Parliament. The rule of
law reports started in 2020 already did not examine the rule of law situation of specific member
states annually, but it examined the rule of law situation of all the member states. The European
Commission in the framework of this evaluates each member state along four criteria. These
criteria are the following: justice system, media pluralism, acting against corruption, the
relationship of brakes and counterbalances in connection with other institutional affairs.4*

Therefore it may be said that the institutions of the European Union tried to create newer and
newer instruments for remedying the lack of the rule of law in the member states. There were
instruments that had been deployed and there were some that were not successful.

Rule of law versus Union subsidies

The European Commission presented on May 2, 2018 its proposal for the Multiyear Financial
Framework (MFF) that refers for the European Union 2021-2027 budget period 2. It
recommended a simple, modern and flexible budget. The flexibility of the budget is reflected by
the fact that the multiyear financial framework was supplemented with an additional instrument,
the Next Generation EU Instrument, which will help the member states in the reconstruction that
will follow the COVID-19 pandemic. The 1074.3 billion EUR multiyear financial framework will be
supplemented between the years of 2021 and 2027 thanks to the new instrument with an
additional 750 billion EUR that the member states may use in the form of loan and non-refundable
subsidy. Accordingly the European Union will operate from 1,824.3 billion EUR during this seven
years. This is significant because in the previous periods there was no budget of this size.*® The
structure of the budget is presented on the following diagram (1.):

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The European Commission also presented as part of the multiyear budget package of 2021-2027
»the regulation on the protection of the budget of the Union in the case of deficiencies that exist
and became general in the member states in respect of the rule of law” 4. The European
Parliament voted on December 15, 2020 this regulation in the agreement together with the
Council, that is, a new mechanism could be introduced that will allow the suspension of the
payment of the EU subsidies in the case of those member states that violate the rule of law. This
is also significant in the history of the development of the rule of law, because previously there
was no precedent that would have led to the suspension of the Union subsidies in the lack or the
violation of the rule of law.'#°

The ,regulation on the general conditionality serving the protection of the Union budget” was
announced in the Official Journal of the European Union on December 16, 2020.24 The new
situation divided the member states. Hungary and Poland submitted a petition on March 11, 2021
to the Court of Justice of the European Union for repealing the regulation. The new rule of law
procedure should have come into force on January 1, 2021, however, the European Commission
did not start to apply it until the decision of the Court of Justice of the European Union. 4

The final result of the case was that the Court of Justice of the European Union refused the
Polish-Hungarian petitions in its judgement of February 16, 2022. With this the Court declared

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that the application of the regulation is lawful and it does not face any obstacles. Nevertheless
the legal and political fracture-lines remained.4®

In the background of the existence of the disputes and fracture-lines there is the double
interpretation of budget conditionality. Since it does matter that we consider budget conditionality
as a sanctioning instrument of rule of law-politics or as an instrument that was created for the
protection of the Union budget. When looking at it as the sanctioning instrument, budget
conditionality supplements the already existing rule of law political instruments of the EU.
According to this logics, the EU institutions could phrase judgments through the instruments that
were established previously and expectations connected to this against specific member states,
however, their executing these judgements they could achieve only through political pressure.
The efficiency of this kind of exerting pressure was restricted, this was the reason why the
conditionality regulation proposal was made that already allows exerting financial pressure. Since
if it is established through different rule of law mechanisms that a member state violated the
principle of the rule of law, then activating the conditionality regulation with referring to this they
may already withdraw even EU sources from the member state involved. The conditionality
regulation according to this logic serves the purpose of allowing the EU to force the member
states also with financial instruments to conduct a national policy that corresponds to its
expectations. Budget conditionality in this sense supplements the already existing rule of law
procedure as a financial coercing instrument.4°

Budget conditionality if considered as an instrument that protects the Union budget - contrarily to
this - is not tied to the former rule of law procedures, but its purpose is to remedy the possible
violations of the Union budget. In order to be able to activate it, it has to be established what
Union budget involving rule of law violations the given member state committed. It is not sufficient
to establish generally what rule of law problems arise in the given member state, but it is
necessary to prove what rule of law anomalies cause what harmful consequences for the Union
budget. No sanction may be applied without the violation of the budget. This does mean that in
this case budget conditionality is not for exerting financial pressure serving the different political
objectives, but it is for sanctioning those law violations that have an impact on the Union budget.**°

The debated issues existing in connection with the conditionality regulation are essentially due to
the mixing of the above two approaches. The interpretation of the relevant regulation is swaying
between two approaches even at present. The mixing may be explained by the fact that
introducing the new instrument that is connecting the direct financial sanctions to the rule of law
politics would have faced legal problems. Therefore, in a circumventing way, with reference to the
protection of the Union budget, they tried to introduce them through other legal arguments. This
duality is reflected by the different articles and text versions of the regulation, and in the
interpretation comments and the political statements that are connected to it.*>*

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The conditionality regulation in practice

The conditionality regulation is being applied against two countries nowadays. One of them is
Hungary, while the other one is Poland. Paragraph (1) of Article 4 of the regulation stipulates that
“Appropriate actions shall be taken where it is established in accordance with Article 6 that
breaches of the principles of the rule of law in a Member State affect or seriously risk affecting
the sound financial management of the Union budget or the protection of the financial interests
of the Union in a sufficiently direct way.”*%?

The European Commission based on Article 4 sent to Hungary an information request on
November 24, 2021, which was answered by the Hungarian authorities on January 27, 2022.
Subsequently, the European Commission sent a written notice corresponding to Paragraph (1) of
Article 6 of the conditionality regulation on April 27, 2022. In this notice it presented findings in
connection with a number of issues that involve the Hungarian public procurement system, and
in connection with the investigation and prosecution procedure, and it asked the Hungary to
provide additional information. Hungary responded to the notice on June 27, 2022. The Hungarian
Minister of Justice in her letters dated June 30 and July 5 submitted additional information as a
supplement to the first answer. In addition to this, Hungary sent a supplementary letter on July
19, 2022, in which it recommended numerous corrective actions for managing the findings that
were included in the notice.'*?

However, according to the judgement of the European Commission the first answer and the
supplementary letters of June 30 and July 5, 2022 did not contain appropriate measures that
were undertaken with sufficient commitment in connection with the conditionality regulation. For
this reason, the European Commission sent a new letter to Hungary on July 20, 2022. In this
letter it described that Hungary does not implement correction steps, then sanctions may be
applied. Hungary in its second answer repeated the arguments it presented in its first answer,
and phrased critics about the way the procedure is conducted.*®

Hungary has to inform each three months the European Commission on the execution of the
correction actions, since until the corrective actions are not fully implemented, the retention of the
EU subsidies may be continuous.*®

In the case of Poland the European Commission announced on December 20, 2017 that since
the clear hazard exists that the rule of law have been seriously damaged in Poland, it starts the
procedure corresponding to Paragraph (1) of Article 7. Among others it referred to the fact that
the Polish courts got under governmental majority control.**’

The starting of the procedure was preceded by a lengthy dialogue. Starting with January 2016,
when the European Commission held an orientational dispute about the Polish situation, and then
it announced on June 1, 2016 that it accepted a resolution concerning the rule of law. Finally, this
lengthy discussion was closed with the starting of the procedure, because - according to the
opinion of the European Commission - Poland did not remediate appropriately the situation, and
did not execute without any delay the corrective actions the Commission recommended.*%®

Therefore, it can be stated that the conditionality regulation was applied in the case of both
countries, as a consequence of which the EU subsidies have been suspended. The freezing the
payment of the subsidies will exist until forward steps will not be taken in the area of the corrective
actions requested by the European Commission.

6. Conclusion

The study points on the fact that the theory of rule of law was already present in Europe prior to
European integration, however, it started to significantly develop after 2010, when the institutions
of the European Union gradually defined more accurately the concept of rule of law and together
with the portfolio of its instruments. As a result of this development process that rule of law
became a value from theory.

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There have been problems raised until now about the interpretation of the rule of law, since as
regards the contents of the concept although there is a concord between the member states,
nevertheless due to the different histories of law and of the different law systems the elements
appear in the contents of rule of law with different weights. Another difficulty is represented by the
interpretation of the concept of the law of rule since there are two approaches. One of the
approaches is the formal, positive legal approach, while the other one is the material-based,
essence oriented approach.

The peak of the development of the rule of law so far has been that thanks to the regulation on
the general condition system that serves the protection of the Union budget, the Union budget
enjoys an enhanced protection since 2021 in those cases, when the violation of the principles of
the rule of law threatens the financial interests of the EU. This means that the suspension of the
EU subsidies and the execution of financial corrections may also appear as possible sanctions,
if in the given member states the lack of the rule of law or the threat of the rule of law may be
detected.

Along the suspension of the EU subsidies and the application of the rule of law conditions certain
fracture-lines evolved both between the member states and the institutions. The fracture-lines
between the institutions are well illustrated by the fact that the EU institutions wish to play an ever
increasing role in respect of the rule of law issues, this was also manifested when the European
Parliament wanted to create a new rule of law mechanism, in which it envisaged a more significant
role for itself. However, finally this concept failed in the lack of the support of the European
Commission.

The fracture-lines may be also observed between the member states. The biggest fracture-line
may be observed in respect of Poland and Hungary at present. In our days in respect of these
two _countries procedures corresponding to Article 7 are in process, and the suspension of the
payment of the EU subsidies was also applied in their case.

The purpose of the study is to outline the future development of the rule of law procedures. Taking
into_consideration the tendencies of the previous years it can be concluded that the rule of law
disputes in the beginning appeared along smaller current political issues with minor significance,
however, by today they practically became institutionalised. This is clearly illustrated by the case
of Hungary and also by the case of Poland, since due to the procedures corresponding to Article
7, the institutions of the EU have dealt recurrently with the rule of law situation of these two
countries. Therefore the issue of the rule of law will definitely remain on the agenda in the near
future.
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Abstract

In April 2023, the European Commission took a new step in the development of banking
sustainability and depositors protection by approving Document 52023DC0225 "Review of the
crisis management and deposit insurance framework contributing to completing the Banking
Union". Its innovations were:

» Extension of the banks’ resolution mechanism to medium-sized banks as opposed to their
preventive liquidation in case of financial problems. Attention is focused on the procedure for
the rehabilitation of banks. A Single Resolution Fund was created for this purpose.

» Coverage by the system of guaranteeing deposits (DGS) a private pension funds and budgets
of local communities.

» Adoption of early response measures to prevent bank bankruptcy, which are divided into three
phases: 1) early prevention: according to the results of stress testing, bank needs extra
capitalization; 2) bank is in a phase of financial stress. In such situation, the recovery plan is
activated and other measures are taken; 3) in case of bankruptcy of the bank, a decision is
making on its resolution or liquidation.

» The hierarchy of refunds to different categories of clients in the event of bank bankruptcy is
changed. All customers become equal.

These and other innovations are relevant for Ukraine and other countries that have a
European vector of development. In particular, the system of minimum requirements for own
funds and eligible liabilities (MREL) and bail - in of these stakeholders' resources in the event of
bank bankruptcy significantly facilitates the procedure of rehabilitation and liquidation of banks
and reduces the pressure on taxpayers. The absence of such a mechanism in Ukraine has
complicated the procedure of nationalization of the largest bank, which was on the verge of
bankruptcy, and this provoked a number of legal disputes with the bank's owners.

The practice of joining troubled banks or part of their assets and liabilities to financially stable
institutions based on EU legislation is very useful. This reduces the pressure on deposit
guarantee schemes and allows bank’™ depositors do not lose their funds. In particular, this
procedure was applied to the Croatian subsidiary of Sberbank dd ., which was merged to
Hrvatska PoStanska Bank and the Slovenian subsidiary of this bank to Nova ljubljanska bank.

The main text. 25 years ago, on June 1, 1998, the European Central Bank was established,
and on January 1, 1999, the first cashless EUROs entered the monetary sphere of the EURO
zone. However, the flagship of European banking regulation is not the ECB, which is more
entrusted with the functions of monetary policy and direct supervision of the largest 10916
banking and investment institutions registered in the member states of the European Banking
Union, but the European Banking Authority (EBA). It was created on January 1, 2011, and its
main task is to create a Single rulebook in order to ensure a stable, transparent, and efficient EU
banking sector. Today, this Book covers 11 basic documents, which we have divided into the
following groups (pillars) (Fig. 1).

In this paper, we will briefly consider the features of banks™ capital regulation and their
resolution & liquidation mechanism. The fundamental document regarding the regulation of

European banks is the Capital Requirements Directive (Directive 2013/36/EU). In particular, this

Directive defines:

» The minimum amount of the bank's own funds must be 5 million EURO (in exceptional cases
from 1 million), only credit institutions are allowed to take deposits from the public. In
European legislation, the term "credit institutions" (hereinafter also Cl) is mentioned more
often, which, in addition to banks, also covers investment companies, which have not yet
been combined in Ukrainian legislation.

» Regulatory bodies of EU member states are allowed to apply a wide range of sanctions: fines
for legal entities - bank owners up to 10% of annual profit, up to 5 million euros for individuals
with the deprivation of voting rights. The bank itself can be fined for 17 types of violations, 7
of which are related to misreporting, and this must be published on the website of the
regulatory authority.

» Credit institutions must have an effective internal control system in accordance with the
business model. Employees can directly inform regulatory authorities of countries about
undisclosed CI risks.

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» There should be an effective and transparent remuneration system for Cl management aimed
at countering risks, ensuring capital adequacy and long-term development. The variable part
should not exceed the fixed part, and 50% of the remuneration should be in the form of shares.
Supervisory bodies must have these systems and evaluate their effectiveness, as well as
receive information about officials who got more than 1 million EURO in bonuses per year. It
is obvious that the remuneration system of the management of banks in other countries needs
unification and upgrading with a focus on reduction of risk-apetite.

» Supervision of Cl activities is carried out on the basis of the SREP methodology and
Supervisor Evaluation Program. In particular, supervisors are authorized to: ask Cl to increase
capital, limiting operations and regions of activity, cancel rewards, limit payouts of interests to
stake holders, etc.

» Cls should form at least 3 types of Tier 1 capital buffers. The total level of capital conservation
buffer can be up to 2.5% of the volume of risky assets. The formation of buffers individually
depends on the SREP assessment, leverage ratio, risk management system, liquidity risk,
etc.

» In credit activities, Cls should use both external ratings of borrowers and carry out their
internal assessment. Attention, along with traditional risks, is paid to the risks of
concentration, securitization, leverage, transactions with related parties. Particular attention
is paid to liquidity risk. Cls must perform stress testing of this risk (2-6 scenarios) and have
liquidity recovery plans. An important factor is the speed of selling assets (Effective liquidity
horizon), which should be taken into account in capital buffers.

The Capital Requirements Regulation (Regulation EU No 575/2013) in particular, launch 3
levels of Cl capital, such standard as leverage ratio (at least 3% of capital to all assets), which is
not implemented in Ukraine yet, an indicator of eligible liabilities (eligible liabilities) - a part of
liabilities that are equal to capital in economic sense and are not refunded to depositors in the
event of bank bankruptcy (bail-in procedure). Their level together with own capital for large banks
should be at least 18% of risk-weighted assets. That and a lot of other measures in this Regulation
are strengthening the sustainability of EU banking system and play a role of beam of hope for
increasing robustness of banking sector in other countries. The bail-in mechanism is very
important especially in cases of nationalization or resolution or liquidation of big banks.

If the first pillar of financial stability of the EU is The single supervisory mechanism (SSM),
the second pillar is the Single resolution mechanism (SRM), and the third pillar is the bank deposit
guarantee system (DGS). In line with the adopted Directive 2014/49/EU on deposit guarantee
schemes (DGS) and Directive 2014/59/EU on establishing a framework for the recovery and
resolution of credit institutions and investment firms, the EU Commission in 2015 came up with
an initiative to create a single European deposit insurance system (European deposit insurance
scheme (EDIS), which is in process.

On April 18, 2023, the European Commission adopted "a proposal to adjust and further
strengthen the existing EU bank crisis management and deposit insurance framework, CMDI."
(Document 52023DC0225, 2023) Medium and small banks and their risk management have
become in the focus of special attention of supervisory authorities. In the CMDI mechanism,
proposed measures are focused on improving the above-mentioned second (SRM) and third
(DGS) pillars of the European Banking Union, which are closely related to each other. The
institutional basis for the implementation of these two pillars is the European Banking Authority
(EBA) and the Single Resolution Board (SRB).

The mission of the SRB is to streamline the mechanism for solving the problems of bankrupt
banks, protecting taxpayers from public costs, which contributes to financial stability in EU
member states. The implementation of this mission involves the definition of policies and
guidelines, a mechanism for managing the annual planning cycle, regulation and setting targets
for minimum requirements for own funds and eligible liabilities (MREL). At the same time, the
resolution procedure is considered as an alternative to evaporating problematic banks from the
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market. It should be noted that the withdrawal of systematically important banks from the market
can cause a domino effect, destabilize the financial system and cause damage to the economy
and citizens. In view of this, the resolution procedure is the most appropriate for them and aims
to the following tasks:

- to ensure continuity of the bank's performance of its critical functions;

- maintain financial stability;

- restore the viability of part or all of the bank.

At the same time, any part of the bank (for example, its subsidiary) that cannot be made viable
goes through the normal bankruptcy procedure.

The resolution process applies when the authorities determine that:

o the bank is in the process of bankruptcy or may go bankrupt (Failing Or Likely To Faill,
FOLTF);

o there is no possibility of other intervention by supervisory authorities or the private sector,
which could, within a short period of time, restore the viability of the bank through the
application of recovery plans;

e implementation of the bankruptcy procedure for big banks will cause financial instability
with further negative impact on public interests.

In extraordinary circumstances, the bank can receive funds from the Single Resolution Fund
(SRF), which is financed by the banking sector itself. The total target size of the Fund is at least
1% of the guaranteed deposits of all banks in the EU member states, the amount of which as of
July 2022 was 66 billion EURO with an estimated volume of 80 billion EURO as of January 1,
2024.

As of July 2023, 113 banks and investment companies were directly supervised by the SRB,
and other banks were under the competence of the National Resolution Authority (NRA). The
latter can apply for support from the SRB, including collecting centralized financing for any bank
at the expense of SRF funds. As an illustration of the mechanism discussed above, we can cite
the example of the SRB's participation in the bankruptcy proceedings of Sberbank Europe AG
(Austria). On February 27, 2022, the ECB and the SRB recognized this bank as FOLTF. It was
decided to liquidate the main bank in Austria, but apply a resolution procedure to its branches in
Croatia and Slovenia. The essence of the decision was the transfer of all shares of the Croatian
subsidiary Sberbank d.d. to Hrvatska Postanska Banka d.d. (Croatian Postal Bank) and the
Slovenian subsidiary of the Sberbank d.d. - to Nova ljubljanska banka d.d. (NLB d.d.). At the same
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time, these banks operate as usual without disruptions for depositors and customers, and become
part of well-known, strong and stable banking groups. The SRB also decided that the Austrian
parent company Sberbank Europe AG does not need resolution. Bankruptcy procedures will be
carried out in accordance with national legislation. Relevant deposits up to 100,000 EURO are
protected by the Austrian deposit guarantee system (Srb.europa.eu.,2022).

The third pillar of the Rule book for the EU financial sector is the depositor protection
system, which is formed on the basis of EU Directive 2014/49/EU. This Directive is an universal
document for participating countries, each of which develops its own regulations. The Directive
fixed the amount of deposit compensation of up to 100,000 EURO. The specified amount must
be paid to depositors within short period of time after the bank is declared insolvent, and in some
cases of critical need for money, even earlier. Larger amounts of payments are also possible,
but within a period of up to 12 months, namely: if the client received funds from the sale of real
estate, in the case of insurance events, important social needs (funds for marriage, treatment,
etc.). At the same time, deposits are not reimbursed if there has been no movement of funds on
the client's accounts during the last 24 months and the expenses of the guarantee fund exceed
the amount of the deposit. In addition, the types of deposits that are not covered by the guarantee
compensation system are defined, which include: interbank deposits, capital and capital
instruments, funds of financial institutions, investment funds, anonymous (unidentified) deposits,
electronic money, insurance, reinsurance, debt obligations of banks and some others. Funds of
private pension funds and budgets of local authorities up to EUR 500,000 per year are subject to
this Directive and may include funds of legal entities.

It is important to define the types of deposit guarantee funds (Deposit guarantee schemes,
DGS). There are following funds in EU member states: statutory DGS; institutional (Institutional
protection schemes, IPS) that meet the requirements of the DGS; do not meet the requirements
of the DGS and voluntary IPS, that are not regulated by the EU Directive 2014/49 / EU. Banks
can change participation in DGS, but not often than every 6 months.

The standard rate of payments to DGS by banks is 0.8% of covered deposits, but if there
are insufficient amounts of funds to cover losses due to banks bankruptcy, it is possible to
increase it by 0.5%. In emergency cases, state financing of such funds is allowed. It is expected
that by January 1, 2024, the DGS of the EU countries will accumulate 55 billion EURO. At the
same time, DGS is allowed to finance bank rehabilitation processes, if it is more useful than their
liquidation. All DGS structures can invest funds in low-risk assets at their own risk, but they must
undergo stress testing at least once every 3 years. Reports about DGS activities should be sent
annually to all their members.

In April 2023, based on the mechanism of crisis management and deposit insurance
(CMDI), the following changes to the system of depositor protection has been proposed:

1. Application of resolution to banks and, only in case of its inefficiency and impracticality - their
liquidation. The current system of rehabilitation concerned, first of all, large banks. It is currently
proposed to be extended to small and medium-sized banks in EU member states. It is expected
that this will contribute to strengthening the stability of the financial system and increasing the
level of its confidence to the population, businesses and government structures. The likelihood of
customers to loose larger than 100,000 EURO is reduced. Funds of private pension funds and
budgets of local authorities in the amount of up to EUR 500,000 per year are subject to this
decision. Funds of legal entities are not excluded from the deposit compensation mechanism.

2. Implementation of advanced measures to prevent the bankruptcy of banks (early distress of
banks), which are divided into three phases: 1) the bank operates as business as usual, but
according to the results of stress testing, it needs recapitalization; 2) the bank is in a phase of
financial stress: it does not comply with the indicators of the recovery plan, close to violating
prudential requirements. In such situation, the recovery plan is activated and other measures are
taken: prohibition of dividend payment, removal of the top managers, etc.; 3) in case of
bankruptcy of the bank or close to it, a decision is made on its resolution or liquidation.
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3. Reforming the funding system. If in the existing DGS system, attention is mainly focused on
payments to depositors of bankrupt banks, then in the new one - on the application of the bank
resolution procedure and the return of the funds spent on its implementation. In case of
rehabilitation, it is assumed that individuals will be able to use their savings, enterprises - their
accounts for the payment of salaries and the purchase of resources, municipalities for the
payment of services with the cap of the amount.

4. Changes in the hierarchy of compensation in case of bank bankruptcy. Under the current
system, after payments of the guaranteed 100,000 EURO, there is a significant hierarchy of
further payments. According to the new scheme, near all clients become equal when refunding
deposits. It is also proposed to include pension funds in the sphere of guaranteed compensation.
5. Development the system of responsibility for systemically important financial institutions for the
bankruptcy of their branches. Changes are being made to the so-called Daisy chain act
(Regulation (EU) 2022/2036), which will enter into force on January 1, 2024. Under proposition,
when calculating MREL on consolidated basis, amount of liabilities of branches, that are
liquidated and close operations will not be taken into account.

We would like also mention one document issued in the same 2013 year as the Capital
Requirements Directive and the Capital Requirements Regulation. This is the Green Paper long-
term financing in the EU (Document 52013DC0150). With a good name for credit institution -
Financial actors, it concerned that tighter banking regulations since the 2008 crisis will brake
investment lending. In this document, the issues of blocking of short speculative operations, the
involvement of small and medium-sized companies in the bond market, the development of the
Cbonds instrument, the inclusion of ESG factors, tax benefits for investment activities and other
aspects were raised. The paradigm of combining strict risk management and long-term financing
is international. In our opinion, a risk-oriented approach dominates now, but finding a solution to
increase investments in economy is very important, especially for the recovery of Ukraine after
the war. There should be a package of legislative initiatives in combination with the organization
of syndicated lending, independent evaluation of investment projects by highly professional
teams, financial control and responsibility for the result of their implementation.

Another issue we would like raise here is the priority of capital adequacy ratio over liquidity
ratio. For many years, CAR was the hit of banking regulation, but after the 2008 crisis, liquidity
indicators (LCR, NSFR) were born. Some researchers (Wall, 1985) in the years before Basel I,
where the CAR has been launched, proved, based on statistics, that the size of the capital is not
a universal protection against crises. The management of risks and high level of liquidity are also
important. Perhaps regulations should start with a liquidity risk management indicator, proper
liquidity risk metrics and hedging schemes?

Conclusions and prospects. EU legislation on the protection of the rights of creditors of
banks and investment funds is moving ahead in the direction of giving priority to rehabilitation
over their immediate liquidation in case of financial problems. The range of clients of banks
protected by DGS is expanding to cover legal entities, municipalities, and pension funds and give
the equal rights to clients for their funds refunding in case of bunk bankruptcy. The mechanism
of early distress of emerging problems in banks is applied on the basis of their stress testing.
Based on its results some radical measures can be applied: fines, top managers replacement,
temporary administration and others. There is a clear rule of MREL and bail-in, according to which
the funds of shareholders and key creditors (stakeholders) must amount to at least 8% of the
bank's liabilities, which will not refund them in the case of its bankruptcy.

Taking into account EU experience, in our opinion, it is appropriate to apply for the banking
sector of other countries:

- Implementation of a crisis management system for a potentially problematic bank with the
involvement of third-party specialists (with or without replacement of the top management in
force), who can impartially stop risky operations, sell excess assets, reduce costs, including
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bonuses payment for bank management, etc. The bank's crisis managers must have appropriate
powers.

- Carrying out the rehabilitation of a troubled bank, including on the basis of its merger to the
"healthy" bank with the provision of certain benefits and incentives to the latter, for example, the
possibility of temporary non-compliance with ratios, obtaining refinancing funds at a preferential
rate.

- Creation of the Banks™ Resolution Fund, for example, under the auspices of the Central Bank
in order to minimize the costs of its maintenance.

- Formation of the centralized management system for problem assets and collaterals for bank
loans. For this purpose, in case of Ukraine, the state can provide guarantees for the restoration
of war-damaged property of important enterprises, and banks will use them, with the permission
of the Central bank, to cover credit risk. When the damaged property is restored, banks will accept
it as collateral at market value.

- Extending of the deposit guarantee system not only for individuals but enterprises, social
institutions and financial companies. This especially applies to insurance companies, pension
funds, local budgets, charitable funds, enterprises of social importance (for example, a bread
factory), taking into account the effectiveness of the principle "it is better to compensate for most
customers at least part of the losses than all alone."

- Introduction of the MREL formation system and the bail-in mechanism for all banks and the full
responsibility of the financial groups to which they belong to on a group basis.
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Abstract

In recent years the European Union has been facing development challenges and
difficulties. Mongolia, with its unique geopolitical position, is a "valuable partner" in Asia for the
EU, which closely observes its policies and activities, is concerned about internal problems and
provides other support for joint solutions.

THE SITUATION OF THE WAR BETWEEN THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION AND
UKRAINE IMPACT ON GLOBAL FOOD SECURITY

Abstract: The armed conflict between the Russian Federation and Ukraine has escalated
into a war, the parties cannot reach a mutual agreement, and it is not clear how it will be resolved.
Today, when the number of the world's population is growing rapidly, the longer the war lasts, the
more it will affect the world's food security, and the country's food needs and grain shortages will
occur. Russia and Ukraine are the world's largest exporters of agricultural products and play a
leading role in the fertilizer and food industries. The war between the Russian Federation and
Ukraine began on February 24, 2022, with the invasion of Ukraine by the Russian Federation and
an armed conflict.

As a result of the war, large cities in Ukraine were destroyed, suffered heavy losses,
thousands of innocent lives were lost, and people were forced to leave their homes for safe places
such as rural areas and small villages. There is also a study of 5 million people who have fled to
the European Union countries according to the official figures.

The two sides decided to conclude an agreement in Turkey with the help of the United
Nations in July 2022, and the agreement included the clause "...not to open fire on any vehicle
transporting grain..." after the agreement was signed by the parties on July 7, 2022. On March
26, Russia fired two missiles at the Ukrainian port of Odessa, which shocked the world. Russia's
violation of the provision not to open fire on grain-carrying vehicles under the failed cease-fire
agreement has become a threat to food security not only in Ukraine, but in many countries around
the world.

It is not clear how the situation of the war between the Russian Federation and Ukraine
will be resolved, due to the stagnation of the export of wheat, fertilizers and grains of the two
countries, the price of grain will increase, and the world economy and food security of many
countries, the European Union, Mongolia expressed the high risk of affecting sustainable
development and resulting in negative consequences, sought solutions, and shared my
conclusions.

Summary

Along with the transition to a democratic regime, Mongolia has established relations with the
European Union, which has led the world in all spheres of economy, politics and society.

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Historical Evolution of EU-Mongolia Relations

Mongolia's transition from a Soviet satellite state to a democratic nation with a market economy
in the early 1990s marked a pivotal turning point in its international relations. This transformation
signaled its commitment to democracy, rule of law, and free-market principles. Simultaneously,
Mongolia initiated a deliberate shift in its foreign policy, recognizing the importance of diversifying
its diplomatic engagements beyond the confines of its neighboring giants. In partnering with the
European Union, OSCE and NATO, Mongolia is guided by its third neighbour policy, which aims
to balance its relations with China and the Russian Federation. The policy, however, does not
suggest working against the interests of either country. Rather, it aims to minimize the negative
effects on security and development caused by the country’s geographic location. ??® As
mentioned, Mongolia's diplomatic reach extended far beyond its borders, paving the way for
increased interaction with countries beyond the immediate region. The European Union, driven
by its own evolving foreign policy objectives, began to cast its gaze toward Asia, seeking to
broaden its presence in the region. Mongolia, situated at the crossroads of Asia, became an
attractive partner for the EU. The EU's recognition of Mongolia's strategic significance in
connecting Europe and Asia, coupled with shared democratic values, provided a solid foundation
for fostering bilateral ties. Initiatives such as the EU-Central Asia Strategy underscored the EU's
commitment to engaging with nations in the region, with Mongolia emerging as a key player.

The EU's Foreign Policy Priorities: Values and Interests

As a geopolitically vulnerable State, Mongolia looks at the European Union as one of its third
neighbours to provide the political and economic support in relation to the great powers of China
and the Russian Federation.??® On the other hand, the European Union’s foreign policy is the
promotion of human rights, democratic governance, and the rule of law. The EU foreign and
security policy is guided by ‘the principles that have inspired its own creation, development and
enlargement, and which it seeks to advance in the wider world: democracy, the rule of law, the
universality and indivisibility of human rights and fundamental freedoms, respect for human
dignity, the principles of equality and solidarity, and respect for the principles of the United Nations
Charter and international law.” These same principles, consistently applied with virtually no
exception, have governed EU ‘internal’ external foreign affairs — that is to say, relations among
Member States — since the 1957 Treaty of Rome.??” The EU views these principles as universal
values that transcend borders. Moreover, It actively engages with partner countries to ensure
their adherence to international human rights standards and democratic principles.

In the context of its relationship with Mongolia, the EU has consistently emphasized these
values as essential pillars of cooperation. The European Union has long been at the forefront of
advocating for sustainable development on the global stage. It views sustainable development
not merely as an economic aspiration but as a fundamental moral and ethical imperative. The
EU's unwavering commitment to Sustainable Development Goals and the Paris Agreement on
climate change underscores its dedication to addressing the world's most pressing challenges.
The EU has taken the lead in mediating the global response to climate change in order to provide

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multilateral solutions to widespread issues. By establishing a regional carbon trading system and
implementing the Kyoto Protocol without the US, it has attempted to set an example for others to
follow. These initiatives are anticipated to direct the global economy toward green technology,
which will eventually give competitive benefits, in addition to its strategic goal of promoting
effective multilateralism. However, Mongolia’s lagging progress toward achieving the SDGs is at
least somewhat connected to budget deviations at the sectoral level.??®

tapestry. Russia, to the north, and China, to the south, are both global powerhouses with
significant interests in the region. Mongolia's ability to navigate these relationships while pursuing
closer ties with the EU requires diplomatic dexterity. However, Mongolia's strategic positioning,
while a geopolitical challenge, has also offered a unique opportunity. Mongolia's efforts to diversify
its international partnerships align with its aspiration to become a "third neighbor" beyond Russia
and China. This positioning has created a window of opportunity for Mongolia to foster ties with
the EU, adding to its international relevance. Mongolia’s foreign policy ambition reached the
Western hemisphere by the 1980s. On a grander scale, Mongolia’'s foreign policy provides a
peacekeeping service to the UN and countries in conflict. Such instances illustrate the expansion
of Mongolia’s foreign policy and its positive influence on a global level. modernization of
Mongolia’s foreign policy has created a positive impact. On a regional level, Mongolia’s strategy
in the Asia-Pacific is to use small-country diplomacy in order to mediate peace negotiations
related to North Korea'’s nuclear crisis. This small-country diplomacy foreign policy advocates and
pushes the use of “Six-Party Talk,” which involves open dialogue between China, Japan, North
Korea, Russia, South Korea, and the United States with regards to security issues on the Korean
Peninsula.??® As Mongolia expanded its foreign policy influence, international relations strategies
such as “small country diplomacy” and the “third neighbor policy” were utilized to bridge political,
economic, and security relations with a number of nations in East Asia, the Middle East, and even
the European Union and the USA.Z°

Sustainable Development Goals and EU-Mongolia Cooperation

The Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), endorsed by the United Nations in 2015, have
emerged as a global framework for addressing multifaceted challenges such as poverty,
inequality, climate change, and environmental degradation. These goals encapsulate the
collective aspirations of nations worldwide to create a more sustainable and equitable future. The
European Union has consistently prioritized the SDGs in its external relations. Mongolia has
recognized the intrinsic value of the SDGs and has been diligent in aligning its national policies
and development objectives with these global goals. EU-Mongolia cooperation is inextricably
linked to several SDGs, including those focused on poverty reduction, gender equality, clean
energy, climate action, and environmental sustainability. Collaborative initiatives in these areas
aim to contribute to both Mongolia's development objectives and the global SDG agenda. The
First National Voluntary Review (VNR) Report has been prepared based on a decision by the
National Committee for Sustainable Development led by the Prime Minister of Mongolia. The

placing it among “high” human development countries, its persisting poverty, longstanding
unemployment, and deepening inequality, are hindering the country’s further progress.?! The
European Union has been a steadfast supporter of Mongolia's journey towards achieving the
Sustainable Development Goals. An instrumental program in this partnership is the EU Budget
Support (BS) program, which has a dual purpose. Firstly, it aims to bolster the Mongolian
government's efforts in implementing its national reform agenda, with a specific focus on
enhancing Public Finance Management and Employment policies. Secondly, it seeks to assist
Mongolia in realizing sustainable growth, transforming it into a sustainable development model.

Mongolia has made a consistent
commitment to democratisation and the protection of human rights. It has followed a similar path
of democratisation to that of Central and East European countries and it has strongly rejected
Russian, Chinese and North Korean models of authoritarian rule. Mongolia is the only Asian post-
communist state rated since 1991 as an electoral democracy along the lines of Central European
countries. It is rated significantly higher than all former Soviet republics as well as both its
neighbours.Civil society activity is also on the rise. Bureaucratic malpractices are openly criticised
by the public and by civil society organisations. In response to public pressure, anti-corruption
efforts have been institutionalised and prominent politicians and government officials now face
investigation by the Independent Anti-Corruption Authority.??

Economic and Trade Relations

After enduring a difficult transition from a planned to a market economy, Mongolia frequently
depends on financial aid from both individual EU members as well as from other bodies and
agencies. Economic ties between the EU and Mongolia have also seen significant developments.
Bilateral trade agreements and economic cooperation initiatives have facilitated increased trade
and investment. Mongolia's vast mineral resources have attracted European investors, while the
EU has sought to diversify its economic engagement in Asia. Despite the growth in economic ties,
challenges such as market access barriers and regulatory differences have been encountered.
However, the burgeoning economic relationship presents opportunities for both parties to further
deepen their cooperation and enhance economic integration.
